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INTRODUCTION

Family migration has been one of the most popular mobility strategies for non-European
Union (non-EU) citizens to arrive to the European Union (EU) for the past few decades
and family reunification, in public discussions, remains the main immigration channel
for people to move to Europe (Huddleston and Tjaden, 2012; Castles and Miller, 2009).
Social studies emphasize the relevance of family reunification to improve cultural
stability and social life of a reuniting family and separate its family members in the
receiving society (Huddleston and Tjaden, 2012). In addition, the attention is also drawn
to the complexity, problem and extent of research on the subject of family migration
phenomenon (Miiller-Bachmann, 2008). Significant policy changes have been
implemented in the field of immigration for family reunification in the past decade. The
questions related to the family reunification have been included into the EU and the
national policies agendas of the EU Member States, consequently the necessity of the
studies that would enclose the particularities of the family reunification and its
conditions have attracted attention of the scholars from the different research fields.
Despite the fact that immigration cases for family reunification are one of the most
popular for entry into the EU and the scientific researches (Huddleston and Tjaden 2012;
Huijnk, Verkuyten and Coenders 2012; Pascouau and Labayle, 2011), analysing this
phenomenon, emphasize the importance of family for successful immigrants’ adaptation
in the receiving society, the scientists (Kofman, Kraler, Kohli and Schmoll, 2011,
Paraskevopolou, 2011; Bailey and Boyle, 2004) tend to point out that family migration
studies remain theoretically, methodologically and empirically marginalized in the
context of international migration research.

It is important to note that recent studies of factors of immigration for family
reunification have moved the step forward and cover a broader understanding of the
phenomenon. First of all, it moves away from the interpretation of family reunification
as a form of ‘tied’ migration, when female dependents follow the male breadwinner as
the primary migrant. Secondly, because of increased temporary mobility of the EU
citizens (for the purpose of work, studies or leisure) it is proposed to pay attention to
more diverse forms of family migration which cover not only immigration for family
reunification cases, but also the cases of family formation where the citizen of the

destination country forms a family with the alien.
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Changes related to the interpretation of the migration for family reunification concept
and broader understanding of this phenomenon had also an impact for changes of
theoretical perspectives explaining this phenomenon. The first studies of migration for
family reunification were based on the human capital perspective (Mincer, 1978;
Sandell, 1977), meanwhile in the contemporary studies of the phenomenon it is proposed
to apply a gender sensitive approach and, while analysing family migration-related
processes, to involve gender social category. Family migration is gendered (Kofman,
2004) and every member of the family differently adjusts to the new cultural
environment and requirements of the receiving society. These circumstances cause
changes within the family — it has an impact for relationship of family members, as well
as for the gender roles distribution which might influence individual’s social adaptation
in the public sphere (workplace, community and other). According to Miiller-Bachmann
(2008comp. de la Hoz, 2007), “the inner-familiar relations and dealings concerning
requirements of the host society can be understood as the interface between the public
and private living environments”.

The theoretical and methodological approaches of the family migration have been
changing over the time, as well as approaches of social adaptation. An approach of
adaptation as a uni-dimensional process, when immigrants give up their ethnic identity
and adopt norms of behaviour and practices of the receiving society, was changed by the
bi-dimensional approach which interprets adaptation as the long-term result of
acculturation. This approach is represented by J. W. Berry (1997) who identified four
kinds of acculturation strategies — integration, separation, assimilation and
marginalization. “His scheme concentrates on individual attitudes along two lines:
whether individual wishes to sustain his/ her cultural identity and whether contacts with
groups of another culture are free and regular” (Kasatkina and Leoncikas, 2003:218).
Lithuanian scholars Kasatkina and Leoncikas (2003) adjusted Berry’s scheme of
acculturation strategies to the sociological fieldwork studying adaptation of ethnic
minorities and emphasising the relevance of social context of the receiving society.
According to the adjusted scheme, Kasatkina and Leoncikas (2003) interpret
acculturation strategies as types of adaptation and state that not everything is up to
individual (...) type of adaptation is therefore more than a strategy of individual

behaviour” (2003:219).



To explain the factors of social context, the theory of segmented assimilation is applied
in the dissertation. According to the theory, the social context of the receiving society
consists of the host government’s policies towards migration and migrants’ integration,
receiving society’s attitudes and prejudices about immigrants and migrants’ co- ethnic
communities, as well as their resources to support newly arrived migrants (Portes and
Rivas, 2011; Portes, Rumbaut and Berkeley, 2001).

Migration, as the subject of social studies in Lithuania, is quite popular, however most of
them lack for being systematic, continuous and having long term strategy (Sipaviciené
and Stankiiniené, 2011). The Lithuanian scholars have taken an interest in immigration
just over the last decade. This could be related with the Lithuanian membership in the
EU since 2004, and the extension of the Schengen area in 2007, as well as with the
establishment of the European Fund for the Integration of non-EU immigrants (EIF) in
Lithuania in 2007.

Despite the fact that cases of immigration for family reunification has remained the most
popular ground for arrival of non- EU citizens to Lithuania since 2004 (except 2008 and
2014), there have not been implemented comprehensive social studies of the
phenomenon yet. Most of the studies carried out in the country are related to the topic of
economic migration, meanwhile, questions related to family migration have been studied
only episodically or have not been analysed at all. Besides, there is still lack of attention
to the integration of gender dimension to the studies that analyse migrants’ adaptation to
the Lithuanian society.

Above mentioned facts, related to the studies of family migration and the lack of
immigration research in Lithuania, formulate problematic aspects of the theme of the
dissertation. Firstly, immigration for family reunification has not been comprehensively
studied in Lithuania. Some questions related to the phenomenon have been fragmentary
included only to some social studies analysing immigration to Lithuania. Secondly,
while studying social adaptation experiences of migrants of family reunification from
sociological perspective it is important to consider that types of adaptation are not
chosen consciously but are influenced by the social context of the destination country.
Thirdly, there is still lack of attention to gender category in the contemporary migration
studies. While analysing migrants’ experiences of social adaptation to the receiving

society, it is important to take into account how individuals distribute gender roles within
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the family and what is an interconnection between the factors of the private sphere and
social context of the receiving society, i.e. to analyse how private sphere interacts with
public sphere in the process of social adaptation — how social adaptation can influence
family life and vice versa and how family (distribution of gender roles with the family)
can affect the process of social adaptation in the public environment. Finally, gender is
not the only category that can have an impact for the process of social adaptation and it
does not act as a separate category but may appear with other social categories
(Crenshaw, 1991; Davis, 2008). Thus, it is recommended to apply an intersectionality
approach to the feminist migration studies. This approach is applied in the dissertation in
order to find out if and how gender and ethnicity intersect during the process of social

adaptation.

The problematic aspects concerning the theme of the dissertation presuppose the
topicality of the dissertation research:

1) Additional research on immigration for family reunification phenomenon in
Lithuania.

2) The target group of the study — immigrants on the ground of family reunification
— is one of the biggest groups of immigrants by their grounds of arrival in Lithuania and,
according to the number of the extended residence permits, the group that is the most
tended to relate future life with the country.

3) The study of dissertation reveals how social adaptation in the destination country
is influenced by the factors both related to the social context of the destination country

and the distribution of gender roles within the family.

The newness of the theme chosen is linked to:

1) Gender category is involved into the study which analyses phenomena of
immigration and social adaptation — the processes that are mostly considered as gender
neutral in various social studies.

2) Gender roles distribution within the family has an impact for social adaptation in
the receiving society and the challenges caused by the phenomenon may be related to

changes of the gender roles among family members.



3) Ethnicity is also important category in the process of social adaptation and is
situational in the context of family migration and intersects with category of gender in

migrants’ social adaptation process.

The aim of research — to investigate peculiarities of social adaptation of migrants on the
ground of family reunification by assessing the impact and the links of social context,

gender and ethnicity.

The object of research — social adaptation of migrants on the ground of family

reunification in the country of destination.

The goals of the study:

1) To make theoretical review of migration studies in Lithuania and to provide an
analysis of migration and migrants’ integration policies, dynamics of migration statistical
data, as well as public attitudes towards non-EU citizens.

2) In accordance with social adaptation theories, to analyse how social context of the
destination country, as well as gender and ethnicity categories influence the social
adaptation of non-EU citizens.

3) In accordance with methodology of empirical study, to carry out research that
would enclose the peculiarities of social adaptation of migrants on the grounds of family

reunification in the country of destination.

The theses of the dissertation:

1) Social adaptation of immigrants on the grounds of family reunification is closely
related to the distribution of gender roles within the family during the decision process to
migrate and reunite with the family in the destination country.

2) Adaptation type of migrants of family reunification is not chosen consciously but
depends on the social context of the destination country.

3) Distribution of gender roles within the family has an impact on social adaptation
to the receiving society and challenges caused by this process influence changes for the
family life.

4) Ethnicity is also important category that has an impact on social adaptation. In the
context of immigration for family reunification it is situational and intersects with the

category of gender.



Theoretical-academic significance of the dissertation is related to the lack of
empirical studies of the phenomenon of family reunification in Lithuania and the aim to
enclose the peculiarities of social adaptation of migrants on the ground of family
reunification. The study mainly focuses on category of gender and to related issues. This
methodological approach complements underdeveloped migration feminist research
methodology in Lithuania. Besides, an intersectionality approach is applied in the study
in order to show if and how gender and ethnicity categories manifest and intersect during

the process of social adaptation.

Practical significance of the dissertation is related to comprehensive analysis of the
phenomenon of family migration which includes: presentation of the structural factors of
family migration (family reunification policies in the EU and Lithuania; dynamics of
family reunification in Lithuania; public attitudes towards immigrants); interviews with
the experts working in the NGOs and governmental institutions in migration and
migrants’ integration field; as well as personal experiences of migrants of family
reunification. The data received during the research have been used to formulate
recommendations for migration and migrants’ integration policy makers, for
organisations that provide services for immigrants; in addition, the guidelines for the
scientific studies in the migration and migrants’ social adaptation field have been
proposed.

In order to accomplish the set aim and goals, various research methods are combined in
the dissertation, a wide spectrum of literature and databases are used, which are
discussed in the structural part of the dissertation:

The first part of the dissertation in detail presents the concept of family migration,

directions of the studies of family migration and the assumptions of the studies of
migrants’ social adaptation. After the presentation of the development of social studies in
the field of family migration in general context of social sciences and in Lithuania, two
theoretical approaches of adaptation are comprehensively discussed. First of all, the
model of acculturation research based on theoretical approach of Berry’s acculturation
strategies and four acculturation strategies are presented. The study of the dissertation is
sociological, thus, otherwise than in Berry’s model of acculturation, the dissertation

states that type of adaptation is not consciously chosen and is more than individual
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strategy, and is influenced by the social context of the destination country. Social context
in the dissertation is operationalized according to the theory of segmented assimilation.
Besides, considering the latest migration studies based on feminist approach, gender
category is involved in to the study. It is analysed if and how private and public spheres
interact during the process of immigrants on the ground of family reunification social
adaptation. This part of the dissertation also presents an intersectionality approach —
migrants’ social adaptation is analysed taking into account intersections of gender and
ethnicity. The theoretical part of the dissertation is finished by analysing the importance
and role of ethnicity in the context of family migration and social adaptation process.

The second part of the dissertation analyses the structural (contextual) factors of family

reunification and social adaptation. Firstly, a comprehensive analysis of family
reunification policies implemented on the EU and national level has been presented. It
covers analysis of the conditions of family reunification for non-EU citizens, as well as a
comparative analysis based on the international study Migrant Integration Policy Index
(MIPEX) of the family reunification policies in different EU Member States. Secondly,
in order to present the dynamics of the phenomenon of family reunification in Lithuania
since the beginning of the country’s membership in the EU in 2004, the method of
statistical data analysis was employed. Finally, the present work provides the analysis of
data of the public attitudes survey from the Institute for Ethic Studies (Lithuanian Social
Research Centre) in the period 2005-2014.

The third part of the dissertation presents an empirical research of the dissertation and its

results. First of all, an empirical study is justified and empirical research model is
presented. Secondly, it is explained why the qualitative research method is chosen for the
study. Later, data collection method and the ways to choose interviewees for the study
are explained. Detailed sociodemographic characteristics of the research participants are
also provided in this part of the dissertation. Then, the process of the research is
explained and the main challenges are indicated. Before the presentation of the results of
the study, methods for the collected data are presented.

The dissertation is finished with the discussion of the main results of the empirical

dissertation research, conclusions and recommendations.
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CONCLUSIONS

Summarising the theoretical analysis of family migration and social adaptation of
migrants on the ground of family reunification, the following conclusions have been
reached:

1. Due to attention to the phenomena related to economic migration, family

migration issues remain theoretically, methodologically and empirically
marginalized in the context of international migration research.
Although comprehensive analysis of the contemporary migration studies suggest that
recently there has been noticeable increase in interest in family migration and related
processes, however, this phenomenon remains theoretically, methodologically and
empirically marginalized in the context of migration for several reasons. First of all, even
though over the past decades theoretical approaches explaining the phenomenon of
immigration have changed, economic circumstances of migration still dominate in the
contemporary migration studies. Having carried out the comprehensive analysis of the
migration studies in Lithuania, it could be revealed that despite the fact of increasing
number of foreigners settled in the country, there is a lack of attention to immigration
issue from Lithuanian scholars. It could be explained by the fact that Lithuania remains
the country of emigration, thus, social scientists are more interested in the issues related
to the latter phenomenon. Besides, social studies in Lithuania usually concentrate on
issues related to economic migration, meanwhile, one of the most popular grounds of
arrival of non-EU citizens to the country — cases of family reunification — remains
insufficiently investigated.

2. Social adaptation of migrants of family reunification is influenced both by
social context of the country of destination and distribution of gender roles within
the family.

Type of adaptation is more than a strategy of individual behaviour, thus, analysing
experiences of social adaptation of migrants on the ground of family reunification, it is
important to take into account factors of social context of the country of destination.
Besides, family migration is gendered and different family members react to the
requirements of the receiving society differently, and the behaviour of family members

influenced by these circumstances may have an impact on the family. And vice versa, the
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factors related to distribution of gender roles within the family may have an impact on
social adaptation in the country of destination. Thus, in the context of family migration it
is important to consider both the factors that appear in the public sphere and are related
to the social context of the destination country, and to the factors that appear in the
private sphere that are related to the category of gender.

3. Gender is not the only factor that influences the process of social adaptation
and appears with other social categories.
The contemporary migration studies which are based on gender sensitive approach,
recommend paying attention that gender does not act as a separate social category and it
intersects with other social categories such as ethnicity and the categories that might be
attributed to the same individual. This methodological approach helps to reveal various
forms of gender inequality that appear both in private and public spheres.

4. Ethnicity may be interpreted as some kind of social capital in the context of
family migration.
In the context of migration ethnicity is interpreted as some kind of social capital that
might be used in the situations when it is necessary and can satisfy the needs. Even
though ethnicity, as a social capital, in the context of family migration can be positively
evaluated and especially contributing at the beginning of the settlement in the new
cultural environment, but on the other hand, it can become a precondition of

marginalisation in the receiving society.

Analysis of structural (contextual) factors of family reunification and social
adaptation reveals:

1. Immigration on the grounds of family reunification has remained one of the
most popular grounds of arrival of non-EU citizens to Lithuania for over a decade.
After the comprehensive analysis of statistical data, it can be claimed that family
reunification remains one of the most popular grounds for arrival of non-EU citizens to
Lithuania, which dynamics are not influenced neither by economic circumstances of the
country, nor by legal system changes related to the regulations of immigration to the
country.

2. Lithuanian policy of family reunification does not ensure integration

opportunities for immigrants on the ground of family reunification.
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Review and analysis of the national and EU policies in the field of family reunification,
as well as secondary data analysis of the study MIPEX suggests that condition for family
reunification in the country is favourable but the status of the family members who join
the sponsor in the country of destination is extremely vulnerable and especially those
who have temporary residence permit. The right to work in the country without
additional permit does not guarantee an independence of those individuals from their
spouses who are Lithuanian citizens or have a residence permit to live in the country.
Migration and migrants’ integration policies that are implemented in Lithuania in
accordance with the theory of segmented assimilation could be called as ‘passive
acceptance’ (Portes et al., 2001), when we talk about the measures applied for those
family members who arrive to the country where their spouses or partners are the
citizens of Lithuania or foreigners who have a residence permit to live in Lithuania.
After the analysis of the integration measures, it is revealed that integration of migrants
in the country is fragmented and left for NGOs; however, financial support for their
activities is not foreseen. Furthermore, even though NGOs provide quite a wide range of
services, there are no facilities that would be particularly related to support of migrants’
families, for instance, combination of family and work life, provision of day care for
migrants’ children, etc.

3. Most of the Lithuanian citizens have not faced and / or communicated with
migrants who settled in the country, meanwhile negative attitudes towards
migrants are formulated by the mass media.

Analysis of the public opinion polls reveals that Lithuanians’ attitudes towards migrants
are more negative than positive. Most of the citizens have not been faced and/ or
communicated with foreigners who are settled in Lithuania, meanwhile, their attitudes
towards migration and migrants are constructed by mass media. Although a majority of
those polled Lithuanians claimed that they understand that migrants face various
problems and challenges, however, they do not want to agree upon implementation of

various integration measures for non-EU citizens.
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Summarising the results of the qualitative research the following conclusions are
made:

1. The qualitative research results affirm the first thesis of the dissertation that
the process of social adaptation is related to the distribution of gender roles within
the family while the decision to migrate and reunify with the family in Lithuania is
made:

The families with the traditional distribution of gender roles, before making the decision
to migrate and reunite in Lithuania, firstly consider the opportunities of the husband in
the country of destination (mostly in the labour market). Consequently, marginalization
and separatism types of adaptation in the receiving society are formulated for women —
women sacrifice their career opportunities and / or social network in order they could be
with their families and, with regard to traditional distribution of gender roles (mostly
related to children care), they face with a limited opportunities of social adaptation in the
context of labour market and social networks.

The empirical data of the study also confirm the insights of the previous studies that
decision to migrate in the context of family migration is not only the rational action
based on the economic considerations. Besides economic reasons of migration,
participants of the study also stated that they decided to migrate because they wanted to
save the relationship with the spouse / partner and / or the family; they had to take care
of their spouses’ close relatives or they wished to raise the children in the environment
which is culturally close for one of the spouses.

2. The research results partly confirm the second defensive thesis of the
dissertation that type of adaptation is not chosen consciously and is more than
individual strategy of behaviour because the process of social adaptation and its
results are influenced by the social context of the destination country:

2.1 In the context of family reunification, immigration policy in Lithuania and
its measures can be assigned as ‘passive acceptance’ — newly arrived foreigners
encounter such problems and challenges as how to get the residence permit and lack
of services those are especially needed at the beginning. In addition, the procedure
and rules applied to extend the residence permit in the country are not suitable for
foreigners with families who settled in Lithuania— even the foreigners, who live in the

country for a longer period of time, and who successfully integrated into the labour
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market, are not confident about their status and future life prospects in the country.
They encounter difficulties to extend their residence permits or have to wait for the
decision to issue permanent residence permits.

2.2 Immigration policy in Lithuania predetermines that marriage in the context
of family reunification becomes some kind of adaptation strategy. The results of the
study reveal that foreigners who arrive to Lithuania to their partners have to legalize
the marriage if they want to exercise their right to work in the country without
additional residence permit. In addition, because of pending law on partnership,
marriage remains the only way for foreigners not only to incorporate into the labour
market but in general to settle in the country.

2.3 Lithuanian society is more open for persons from minority groups who are
similar in physical appearance, language and religion. Negative attitudes towards
migrants especially stand out in such spheres as labour market and health care.
Although the majority of survey participants said that they have not faced
discriminatory situations due to their foreign nature or they did not tend to describe
such situations as discriminatory, however the study revealed that negatives attitudes
towards migrant exist in the country. Due to distinctive appearance, their religion and
lack of knowledge of the Lithuanian language, the individuals receive higher
attention in public, and they face more difficulties in finding a job, renting flat or
getting health care services.

2.4 The second thesis of the dissertation is partly affirmed because, according
to the segmented assimilation theory, the third social context factors and related to
the co-ethnic migrants communities and their resources for newly arrived migrants
are not important for family migrants. In the context of family reunification the most
important source of support at the beginning and later becomes not the migrants’ co-
ethnic communities, but their spouses and their social network — relatives, friends,
co-workers, etc. The spouses’ and their network support asserts with the help
managing formalities to live in the country, adaptation in new cultural environment
during the transition period, as well help for integration into the labour market.

3. Type of adaptation is not constant result of adaptation, but always changing

because of the factors in private and public spheres.
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The results of the study confirm instability of the phenomenon of social adaptation — the
same person can be integrated into the labour market of the country of destination but at
the same time to experience segregation of the receiving society regarding to social
networks. Besides, the qualitative research shows different results from the previous
studies — ethnicity is more maintained in the private than in public sphere in terms of
mixed families.

Furthermore, the type of adaptation changes over time — social network spreads and
social contacts are established with the major part of society members. Consequently, the
status of foreigners in the society is changing and the satisfaction with such changes is
growing.

It is also important to mention that application of the acculturation scheme by Berry for
the research of social adaptation in the context of family migration is problematic and in
some cases to set the type of adaptation is very subjective. During the study it was
noticed that when the type of adaptation is set in accordance with two factors of social
adaptation (satisfaction with the achieved status and saved ethnic identity,) in some cases
the type of marginalization or separation could be set, however, participants of the study
themselves were not tended to indicate their adaptation in the receiving society as such.
For instance, interviewees who stated that they mostly keep the relationship with other
foreigners at work and communication is mostly in English, and they are not very
satisfied with their status, they claim that they feel that they are integrated into the
receiving society because they live here with their families, pay taxes for the
government, etc.

4. The results of qualitative study affirm third thesis of the dissertation that
distribution of gender roles has an impact on social adaptation in the receiving
society.

4.1Women more often than men experience segregation in terms of social
networks (their contacts are mostly related with children — acquaintances from
kindergartens, schools, etc.) and marginalization in the labour market, however they
integrate easier in terms in linguistic aspect. This is especially visible in the
experiences of women in the families of traditional distribution of gender roles.

Meanwhile, male migrants’ experiences are more related with traditional role of man

as a breadwinner of the family and its fulfilment.
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4.2 If the traditional gender role of man as a breadwinner is not fully fulfilled it
has negative consequences for their social adaptation. Besides, men harder than
women experience transition period in the receiving society which is over after they
find employment and stable source of income.

4.3 The results of the study reveal that various migration and social adaptation
processes can have an impact on the relationship of spouses and in some cases can
have an impact on social adaptation process. Experiences of the participants of the
study show that especially at the beginning of life in Lithuania and by the
phenomenon of family reunification caused dependency of the spouse, some families
experience tension and conflicts. In some cases they become the stimulation for
quicker adaptation (e.g., learning the Lithuanian language, searching of employment
possibilities, etc.).

5. Results of the empirical study affirm the fourth thesis of dissertation that
ethnicity also plays an important role in the process of social adaptation. In the
context of family migration it is situational and acts with the category of gender.
The experiences of the participants of the study reveal that ethnicity, in the context of
family reunification, are situational and mostly used in the situations when it is necessary
to get some information (e.g. information related to the residence permits) and for
spreading a social network. One of the most used characteristic of ethnicity is language
that facilitates integration into labour market. However, other than in various studies of
labour migration, the study reveals that co-ethnic social networks for family migrant are
not so important while looking for a job in the destination country.

The intersection between ethnicity and gender is the best is seen when it comes to female
migrants’ integration into the labour market. The results of the study prove the results of
the previous social studies that female migrants experience double discrimination in the
labour market. They face difficulties to be employed because they are foreigners (e.g., do
not know the language); meanwhile, they find it difficult to keep work position because

of distribution of gender roles within the family (e.g. child care at home).
RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Based on the results of the qualitative research and analysis of the theoretical and

structural (contextual) factors of migrants’ on the ground of family reunification social
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adaptation, it is recommend for the future social studies to consider the popularity of
the phenomenon among non-EU citizens and the need of social studies related to this
phenomenon. It would be appropriate to carry out research that would reveal not only
individual experiences of migrants on the ground of family reunification but also would
involve other family members into the study. It is especially important in the future to
investigate how children of these families adopt in the host society and what structural
challenges they face in the social context and, consequently, how these children identify
themselves in the receiving society and what future perspectives they see in the country.

2. Summarising the results of the empirical study and the analysis of the structural
(contextual) factors, it is recommended for the policy-makers of immigration and
migrant integration policies:

2.11t is recommended to simplify conditions for family reunification in
Lithuania by shortening two years period for foreigners who live and work in
Lithuania and want to reunify with their family members who stay in their country of
origin. In addition, it is recommended to create flexible conditions to reunify with the
family for foreigners who study in the country. Such condition not only would
promote the integration but also would probably create more opportunities of their
prospects for long-term residence in Lithuania.

2.2 1t is recommended to create more flexible conditions to extend residence
permits for foreigners who have families with the Lithuanian citizens, work here and
pay taxes for the state. As the study results reveal, despite the above-mentioned facts,
foreigners face with the problems when extending their residence permits and such
circumstances may cause a sense of insecurity about the future.

2.3 1t is recommended to better protect the status of foreigners on the ground
of family reunification. In accordance with the laws of the country, their status
provides complete dependence on their spouse. For instance, residence permit for
foreigner on the ground of family reunification is withdrawn in case of divorce with
the spouse, as well as permanent residence permit for these foreigners is withdrawn
In case permanent residence permit is withdrawn for their spouse, etc. The law does
not foresee any exceptions that would protect migrants on the ground of family

reunification, even in the cases of domestic violence.
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2.4 The decision to issue and / or extend residence permit should be made
more rapidly and more efficiently. The experiences of foreigners reveal that they
often face the situations when the decision is not made before the end of their visa
validity. . In some cases they are forced to come back to their countries of origin and
to wait the decision there. Such circumstances create additional challenges and
problems for family, both talking about personal relationships between the spouses
and financials issues, etc.

2.5Considering immigration and migrants’ integration questions, it 1is
important to foresee a regular and stable funding for NGOs that provide services for
newly arrived and already settled migrants.

2.6 Considering political guidelines of immigration and migrants’ integration,
to include a range of services that would help foreigners to combine their
professional and family life.

3. Summarizing the results of the research, it is recommended for organisations
that provide integration services for migrants and their families to provide services
that would help for migrants to combine family and work life, e.g. children day care

services.

Kalbant apie migracijos tyrimy jgyvendinimg Lietuvoje, atlikus i§samig
Salyje atlikty migracijos tyrimy analizg, galima daryti iSvadas, kad dél Saliai aktualios
emigracijos problemos, imigracijos klausimai sulaukia ne tokio didelio mokslininky
susidomejimo, nors statistiniai duomenys liudija nuolat augantj Lietuvoje gyvenanciy
uzsienie¢iy skai¢iy. Be to, imigracijos tyrimai Lietuvoje dazniausiai koncentruojasi  su
ekonomine migracija, susijusius klausimus, tuo tarpu viena populiariausia atvykimo i
Salj aplinkybé — Seimos susijungimo atvejai — iSlicka nepakankamai iStirta.

2. Imigranty dél Seimos susijungimo socialing adaptacija ir jos eiga
priimancioje visuomenéje lemia ne tik tikslo Salies socialinis kontekstas, bet ir ly¢iy
vaidmeny Seimoje prisiémimas ir pasiskirstymas.

Adaptacijos tipas yra daugiau nei individualaus elgesio strategija, tad tiriant imigranty
dél Seimos susijungimo socialinés adaptacijos patirtis, svarbu, atsizvelgti i tikslo Salies

socialinio konteksto faktorius. Be to, Seimos migracijos reiskinys yra salygotas lyties ir
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Seimos nariai skirtingai reaguoja ] priimancios visuomenés keliamus reikalavimus, o
tokiy aplinkybiy nulemtas Seimos nariy elgesys gali turéti jtakos Seimos gyvenimui. Ir
atvirksciai, tokie veiksniai kaip ly¢iy vaidmeny Seimoje pasiskirstymas gali nulemti
socialinés adaptacijos tikslo Salyje eigg. Tad Seimos migracijos kontekste be socialinio
konteksto faktoriy svarbu atkreipti démesj ir veiksnius, pasireiskian¢ius privacioje
erdve¢je ir susijusius su socialinés lyties kategorija.

3. Socialiné lytis néra vienintelis socialinés adaptacijos eiga priimancioje
visuomenéje lemiantis veiksnys ir pasireiskia su kitomis socialinémis kategorijomis.
Siuolaikinés migracijos tyrimuose, kuriuose remiamasi ly&iai jautriu poziiiriu, sitiloma,
atkreipti démesj, kad lytis neveikia kaip viena atskira socialin¢ kategorija, o ji sgveikauja
su kitomis socialinémis kategorijomis, tokiomis kaip etniSkumas, ir kurioms vienu metu
priklauso tas pats asmuo. Sis metodologinis saveikinis poziiiris padeda atskleisti jvairias
ly¢iy nelygybés formas, pasireiSkiancias tiek privacioje, tiek vieSoje erdvéje.

4. EtniSkumas Seimos migracijos kontekste interpretuojamas kaip tam tikras
socialinis kapitalas.

Migracijos kontekste etniskumas jvardinamas kaip tam tikras socialinis kapitalas, kuris
yra panaudojamas situacijose, kai yra reikalingas ir padeda patenkinti iskilusius
poreikius. Nors Seimos migracijos kontekste etniSkumas kaip socialinis kapitalas gali
biiti vertinamas teigiamai ir ypa¢ pasitarnaujantis gyvenimo naujoje kultiiringje aplinkoje

pradzioje, taciau kartu jis gali tapti ir marginalizacijos prielaida.

Struktiiriniy imigracijos dél Seimos susijungimo ir socialinés adaptacijos veiksniy
analizé atskleidzia:

1. Imigracija Seimos susijungimo atveju iSlieka viena populiariausiy ne ES
pilieciy atvykimo j Lietuvg aplinkybiu.
Atlikus iSsamig statistiniy duomeny analizg, galima teigti, kad imigracija dél Seimos
susijungimo islieka viena populiariausiy ne ES pilie¢iy atvykimo j Lietuva aplinkybiy,
kurios dinamikos neveikia nei ekonominé Salies situacija, nei teisiniai poky¢iai, susije su
imigracijos procesy Salyje reguliavimu.

2. Seimos migracijos politika Lietuvoje neuZtikrina imigranty, atvykusiy i $alj

Sia aplinkybe, integracijos galimybiu.
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Nacionaliniy ir ES teisés akty analizé bei tarptautinio tyrimo MIPEX duomeny apzvalga,
leidzia teigti, kad Seimos susijungimo salygos Salyje yra palankios, taiau itin
pazeidziamas imigranty dél Seimos susijungimo statusas Salyje (ypac ty, kurie turi
laiking leidima gyventi Salyje). Siai imigranty grupei suteikiama teis¢ be papildomo
leidimo dirbti Salyje, negarantuoja Siy asmeny nepriklausomybés nuo sutuoktiniy, kurie
turi leidimg gyventi Salyje. Lietuvoje jgyvendinamos migracijos politikos priemones
imigracijos del Seimos susijungimo kontekste galima bity priskirti prie 'aktyvaus
skatinimo' (Portes et al., 2001) priemoniy, kai kalbama apie uzsienieCiy, kuriems
taikomos palankesnés imigracijos procediiros Seimos narius ir 'pasyvaus pri€émimo'
(Portes et al., 2001), kai kalbama apie likusiy uZzsienieCiy, turinCiy teis¢ j Seimos
susijungimg Lietuvoje, ir Lietuvos Respublikos pilie€iy Seimos narius ne ES pilie€ius.
Atlikus Salies teisiniuose aktuose numatomy imigranty integracijos priemoniy apzvalga,
atskleista, kad imigranty integracijos jgyvendinimas yra fragmentiSkas ir paliktas tik
NVO sektoriui, nenumatant tiesioginio finansavimo jy veikly jgyvendinimui. Be to, nors
NVO veikla apima gana platy paslaugy spektra, taciau nejtraukia paslaugy, kurios biity
susijusios su pagalba imigranty Seimoms, pavyzdziui, vaiky prieziiiros, pagalbos
imigrantams derinti profesinj uzimtuma ir veiklg namuose ir pan.

3. Dauguma Lietuvos gyventojuy néra tiesiogiai susidiire ar bendrave su Salyje
gyvenanciais imigrantais, o neigiamas priimancios visuomenés poziiiris imigranty
atzvilgiu yra formuojamas Ziniasklaidos.

Visuomenés nuostaty apklausy duomeny analizé atskleidzia, kad Lietuvos visuomeneés
nuostatos imigranty atzvilgiu yra labiau nepalankios, nei palankios Salyje gyvenanciy ir |
Salj atvykstanciy imigranty atzvilgiu. Dauguma apklausy dalyviy néra tiesiogiai susidiire
ar bendrave su Salyje gyvenanciais imigrantais, o jy pozilris ] kitatauc¢ius dazniausiai
formuojamas ziniasklaidos. Taip pat nors dauguma Lietuvos gyventojy pripaZjsta, kad
imigrantai naujoje aplinkoje susiduria su jvairiomis problemomis, ta¢iau didzioji dalis

nepritaria jvairiy integracijos priemoniy ne ES pilieciams teikimui.

Apibendrinant kokybinio imigranty dél Seimos susijungimo socialinés adaptacijos

tyrimo rezultatus, daromos Sios iSvados:
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1. Empirinio tyrimo rezultatai patvirtina pirmajj ginamajj disertacijos teiginj,

kad socialinés adaptacijos eiga yra susijusi su pozitriu j ly¢iy vaidmeny Seimoje
pasiskirstyma, priimant sprendimg migruoti ir susijungti su Seima Lietuvoje.
Seimose, kuriose vyrauja tradicinis poziiiris j ly¢iy vaidmeny pasiskirstymas, priimant
sprendimg migruoti ir Seimai susijungti Lietuvoje, pirmiausia atsizvelgiama ] sutuoktinio
vyro galimybes tikslo Salyje, daZniausiai tikslo Salies darbo rinkoje. Taip formuojami
motery separatizmo ar marginalizacijos adaptacijos tipai priimancioje visuomengje —
moterys aukoja savo profesinés karjeros galimybes it/ ar turimg socialiniy rysiy rata, kad
bity kartu su Seima, o dé¢l tradicinio vaidmeny Seimoje pasiskirstymo, dazniausiai
susijusio su vaiky prieziira, tikslo Salyje susiduria su ribotomis socialinés adaptacijos
galimybémis darbo rinkos ir socialiniy rySiy kontekste.
Taip pat empirinio tyrimo rezultatai patvirtina ankstesniy tyrimy jzvalgas, kad
sprendimas migruoti Seimos migracijos kontekste néra vien tik racionalus ir
ekonominiais sumetimais pasvertas veiksmas — be migracijos prieZasCiy, susijusiy su
ekonominémis aplinkybémis taip pat minimos tokios priezastys kaip Seimos ir
sutuoktiniy tarpusavio santykiy iSsaugojimas, pasiriipinimas Lietuvoje gyvenancio
sutuoktinio artimaisiais ar noras, kad vaikai augty vienam i§ sutuoktiniui kulttriskai
artimoje aplinkoje.

2. Empirinio tyrimo rezultatai i§ dalies patvirtina antraji ginamajj disertacijos
teigini, kad adaptacijos tipas néra samoningai pasirenkamas ir yra daugiau nei
individualaus elgesio strategija, nes adaptacijos proces3 ir jo rezultatus veikia tikslo
Salies socialinis kontekstas:

2.1 Imigracijos politikg Lietuvoje imigracijos d¢l Seimos susijungimo
kontekste galima priskirti prie 'pasyvaus priémimo' — vos atvyke ] Lietuva
uzsienieciai susiduria su leidimo gyventi Salyje iSdavimo kliitimis ir paslaugy,
reikalingy Seimoms gyvenimo Salyje pradzioje, trikumu. Be to, leidimy gyventi
Salyje pratgsimo tvarka néra tinkama Lietuvoje su Seimomis jsikiirusiems ir ¢ia
jsitvirtinusiems uzsienieCiams — net ilgiau Salyje gyvenantys, s¢kmingai j darbo rinka
integravesi ar gyvenima Salyje susikiirg uzsienieCiai néra tikri dél savo statuso ir
gyvenimo Salyje ateities perspektyvy — nuolat susiduriama su sunkumais pratesiant
laikinus leidimus gyventi ar laukiant sprendimy dél leidimo nuolat gyventi Salyje

1Sdavimo.
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2.2 Imigracijos politika Lietuvoje nulemia, kad santuoka imigracijos dél
Seimos susijungimo kontekste tampa tam tikra adaptacijos strategija. Tyrimas
atskleidzia, kad atvyke j Lietuva pas (ilgalaikius) partnerius uzsienieciai jteisina
santuokas, siekdami pasinaudoti Salies jstatymuose reglamentuojama teise pagal
kurig Seimos susijungimo pagrindu atvykusiems asmenims nereikia atskiro leidimo
dirbti Salyje. Be to, dél negaliojancio partnerystés jstatymo, santuoka lieka vienintelé
1Seitis, palengvinanti ne tik jsitraukimg i Salies darbo rinka, bet ir apskritai atvykimag 1
Salj ir gyvenima joje.

2.3 Lietuvos visuomené yra atviresn¢ fizine iSvaizda, kalba ir iSpaZjstama
religija jiems artimesniems maZzumos grupés nariams. Neigiamos visuomenés
nuostatos ypac¢ pasireiSkia uzsienie€iy jsidarbinimo ir sveikatos priezitiros kontekste.
Nors dauguma tyrimo dalyviy teigé, kad su diskriminacinémis situacijomis dél to,
kad jie yra uzsienieCiai, nesusidiré arba tokiy situacijy nebuvo linke jvardinti kaip
diskriminaciniy, taciau tyrimas atskleidzia, kad uzsienie€iai Lietuvoje vis délto
susiduria su neigiamomis nuostatomis — dé¢l iSskirtiniy fiziniy savybiy (pvz.,
tamsesnés odos ar plauky spalvos) sulaukia didesnio démesio vieSoje erdveje, o dél
iSpazjstamos religijos ir negeb¢jimo kalbéti lietuviy kalba susiduria su sunkumais
jsidarbinant, i§sinuomojant biistg ar gaunat sveikatos prieziiiros paslaugas.

2.4 Antrasis disertacijos ginamasis teiginys pasitvirtina tik i§ dalies, nes
imigracijos dél Seimos susijungimo kontekste pagal segmentinés asimiliacijos teorijg
iSskiriamas  treCias socialinio konteksto veiksnys, susijes su imigranty
bendruomenémis ir jy pagalba naujai | Salj atvykstantiems imigrantams, néra
aktualus. Imigracijos dél Seimos susijungimo kontekste svarbiausiu pagalbos Saltiniu
gyvenimo Salyje pradzioje ir tolimesniuose etapuose tampa ne imigranty
bendruomenés, o sutuoktinis ir jo artimiausia aplinka — artimieji, draugai,
bendradarbiai ir pan. Sutuoktiniy ir jy artimos aplinkos parama pasireiské pagalba
tvarkantis gyvenimo Salyje formalumus, adaptuojantis naujojoje kultiirin¢je aplinkoje
pereinamojo laikotarpio metu, o taip pat jsitraukiant j Salies darbo rinka.

3. Adaptacijos tipas Seimos imigracijos kontekste néra pastovus, o nuolat,
priklausomai nuo veiksniuy vieSoje ir privacioje erdvése Kkintantis adaptacijos

rezultatas.

Tyrimo duomenys patvirtina adaptacijos reiSkinio nepastovumag — tas pats zmogus gali
buti pasiekes integracija tikslo Salies darbo rinkoje, taCiau patirti segregacija
priilmancioje visuomenéje socialiniy rySiy kontekste. Be to, kitaip nei teigiama
ankstesniy adaptacijos tyrimy iSvadose, empirinis tyrimas atskleidZia, kad miSriy Seimy
atveju, etninis tapatumas labiau palaikomas vieSoje erdvéje, o privacioje erdveje
socialiniai rySiai dazniau palaikomi su daugumos grupés nariais.

Tyrimo rezultatai taip pat rodo, kad adaptacijos tipas kinta su laiku — pleciasi socialiniy
rySiy ratas, kurio tarpe atsiranda ne tik tos pacios etninés kilmés asmeny ar kity
uzsienieciy, bet ir Lietuvos Respublikos pilie€iy, pasnekovai jvardina, kad keiciasi ir jy
statusas visuomene¢je bei tuo paciu jy pasitenkinimas Siuo pasiekimu.

Taip pat svarbu pastebéti, kad Berry akultiiracijos strategijy schemos pritaikymas tiriant
imigracijos dél Seimos susijungimo reiskinj kokybinio tyrimo metodu yra probleminis, o
kai kuriais atvejais nustatyti, kokj adaptacijos tipg galima biity priskirti informantui yra
subjektyvu. Tyrimo metu pastebéta, kad nustatant adaptacijos tipa pagal numatytus
veiksnius (pasitenkinimg pasiektu statusu ir iSlaikytg etninj tapatuma), galima biity teigti,
kad pasnekovy adaptacijos tipas — separatizmas ar marginalizacija, taCiau patys
paSnekovai néra linke taip vertinti savo padéties priimancioje visuomenéje. Pavyzdziui,
pasnekovams, teigusiems, kad darbe socialinius rySius palaiko tik su kitais uZsienieciais,
bendrauja angly kalba ir dél uzimamos pozicijos néra patenkinti savo statusu, galima
bty priskirti marginalizacijos ar separatizmo adaptacijos tipus, taciau patys tyrimo
dalyviai néra linke taip vertinti savo padéties priimancioje visuomengje ir teigia, kad
jauciasi integravesi, nes Salyje gyvena su Seima, moka valstybei mokesc€ius ir pan.

4. Empirinio tyrimo metu gauti duomenys patvirtina treciaji ginamaji
disertacijos teiginj, kad ly¢iy vaidmeny pasiskirstymas Seimoje turi jtakos socialinei
adaptacijai priimancioje visuomenéje.

4.1. Moterys dazniau nei vyrai patiria segregacija socialiniy rySiy prasme (jy
socialiniai rySiai paprastai yra susij¢ su vaikais — paZzjstami i§ vaiky darzelio ar
mokyklos, popamokinés veiklos biireliy, etc.), marginalizacija darbo rinkos
kontekste, taCiau greiCiau integruojasi lingvistiniu aspektu. Tokios patirtys ypac
atsispindi motery, kuriy Seimose vyrauja tradicinis pozitris j ly¢iy vaidmenis,

pasakojimuose.
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4.2. Tradicinio vyro kaip Seimos maitintojo vaidmens neiSpildymas neigiamai
veikia imigranty vyry socialinés adaptacijos patirtis. Be to, jie sunkiau nei moterys
iSgyvena pereinamgjj gyvenimo tikslo Salyje laikotarpj, kurio pabaigg dazniausiai
sieja su jsidarbinimu ir stabiliy pajamy Saltiniu.

4.3. Tyrimas atskleidzia, kad jvairs migracijos ir socialinés adaptacijos
procesai taip pat gali turéti jtakos sutuoktiniy tarpusavio santykiams, o kai kuriais
atvejais ir nulemti socialinés adaptacijos eiga. Tyrimo dalyviy patirtys rodo, kad ypac
gyvenimo S$alyje pradzioje, dél imigranty Seimos susijungimo atveju patiriamos
jvairiapusés priklausomybés nuo sutuoktiniy, Seimoje kyla jtampa ir konfliktai. Kai
kuriais atvejais tai tampa paskatinimu greiiau adaptuotis priimancioje visuomengje
(pvz., mokytis kalbos ir/ arba jsidarbinti).

5. Empirinio tyrimo duomenys patvirtina Kketvirtaji ginamaji disertacijos
teiginj, kad etniSkumo socialiné Kkategorija taip pat yra svarbus socialinés
adaptacijos eiga lemiantis veiksnys. Imigracijos dél Seimos susijungimo kontekste
yra situaciné ir veikia kartu su socialinés lyties kategorija.

Empirinio tyrimo dalyviy patirtys atskleidZia, kad etniSkumas imigracijos dé¢l Seimos
susijungimo kontekste yra situacinis ir dazniausiai panaudojamas situacijose, kai jo
reikia ieSkant jvairaus pobiidzio informacijos (pvz., Susijusios su leidimais gyventi
Salyje) ir pleciant socialiniy rysiy ratg. Bene labiausiai ‘panaudojama‘ etniSkumo savybé
— kalba, kuri pasitarnauja jsidarbinant Lietuvoje. Taciau, kitaip nei teigiama jvairiy
tarptautinés migracijos tyrimy iSvadose, etniSkumas tyrime dalyvavusiems imigrantams
nebuvo toks svarbus ieskant jsidarbinimo vietos.

Empirinio tyrimo metu etniSkumo ir socialinés lyties kategorijy saveika labiausiai
atsiskleidzia, kuomet kalbama apie motery migranciy adaptacijos darbo rinkoje atvejus.
Tokie tyrimo rezultatai patvirtina ir ankstesniy tyr€jy jzvalgas, kad moterys migrantés
patiria dviguba ‘diskriminacija‘ darbo rinkos kontekste. Moterims yra sunku susirasti
darbg, nes yra atvykélés (pvz. dél lietuviy kalbos gebé¢jimy stokos), o iSlaikyti gautg
darbo pozicijg yra sudétinga dél lyCiy vaidmeny pasiskirstymo Seimoje (pvz., vaiky

prieziliros).

1. Apibendrinant empirinio tyrimo rezultatus ir teorinius Seimos imigranty socialinés

adaptacijos tyrimy aspektus, ateityje jgyvendinamuose moksliniuose Seimos
migracijos tyrimuose rekomenduojama:
Atsizvelgiant | imigracijos dél Seimos susijungimo reiskinio populiarumg yra matomas
su Siuo reiSkiniu susijusiy procesy tyrimy poreikis. Tikslinga biity atlikti tyrimg, kuris
atskleisty ne tik individualias imigranty dél Seimos susijungimo patirtis, bet ir | tyrimg
jitraukty kitus Seimos narius. Ypac aktualu ateityje bity istirti kaip priimancioje
visuomeneje adaptuojasi Siy imigranty vaikai ir su kokiais struktiiriniais socialinio
konteksto veiksniy keliamais iSStkiais jie susiduria ir, to pasekoje, kaip jie save
identifikuoja priimancioje visuomeneje ir kokias jZvelgia gyvenimo Salyje ateities
perspektyvas.

2. Apibendrinant empirinio tyrimo rezultatus (atsizvelgiant | asmenines imigranty
deél Seimos susijungimo patirtis ir j tyrime dalyvavusiy eksperty i$sakyta nuomong) ir
struktiiriniy imigranty dél Seimos susijungimo bei jy socialinés adaptacijos veiksniy
analizés duomenis, migracijos ir migranty integracijos politikos formuotojams
rekomenduojama:

2.1 Supaprastinti Seimos susijungimo salygas, sutrumpinant dvejy mety
laukimo laikotarp]; uzsienieCiams, gyvenantiems ir dirbantiems Lietuvoje bei
norintiems susijungti su kilmés Salyje likusiais Seimos nariais. Taip pat sudaryti
lankstesnes salygas susijungti su Seima Lietuvoje studijuojantiems uzsienieCiams.
Tokios salygos ne tik skatinty §iy asmeny integracijg Salyje, bet ir, galima manyti,
sukurty aplinkybes dé¢l kuriy daugiau uZsienieciy matyty ilgalaikes gyvenimo Salyje
perspektyvas.

2.2 Sudaryti lankstesnes sglygas uzsienieCiams, sukiirusiems Seimas su
Lietuvos Respublikos pilieciais, dirbantiems ir mokantiems mokes¢ius valstybei,
pakeiciant leidimus laikinai gyventi j leidimg nuolat gyventi. Tyrimo dalyviy patirtys
atskleidzia, kad nepaisant to, kad Lietuvoje uzsienieCiai yra sukiir¢ Seimas, turi
nuolatinj darbg, yra jsigij¢ busta ir pan., jiems gali biti priimtas neigiamas
sprendimas dél leidimo nuolat gyventi Salyje iSdavimo. Informantai jvardina, kad

tokios aplinkybés sukelia nesaugumo dél ateities jausma.
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2.3 Labiau apsaugoti uzsienieCio, gyvenancio Lictuvoje Seimos susijungimo
pagrindu, statusg, kuris §iuo metu numato visiskg priklausomyb¢ nuo sutuoktinio.
Pavyzdziui, leidimas gyventi Siuo pagrindu atvykusiam uzsienieCiui panaikinamas
santuokos nutraukimo atveju; tuomet, kai nuolatinis leidimas gyventi nutraukiamas
uzsienieciui kartu yra panaikinami ir leidimai gyventi jo Seimos nariams. Jstatymas
nenumato jokiy del Seimos susijungimo aplinkybés atvykusiy asmeny statusg
apsauganciy iSimciy, jskaitant ir smurto Seimoje atvejais.

2.4 Greiciau ir efektyviau vykdyti sprendimo dél leidimo gyventi i§davimo
priemimg. Tyrimo dalyviy patirtys atskleidZia, kad uzsienie€iai daZnai susiduria su
situacijomis, kai baigiantis jy vizy galiojimui sprendimas dar néra priimtas, tad Sie
neretai yra priversti griZzti | savo kilmés Salj ir ten laukti, kol bus priimtas sprendimas
ir problemas Seimai, tiek kalbant apie sutuoktiniy tarpusavio santykius, tiek
finansinius klausimus ir pan.

2.5 Svarstant imigracijos ir imigranty integracijos klausimus, svarbu numatyti
reguliary ir pastovy finansavimg institucijoms, teikian¢ioms paslaugas Lietuvoje
gyvenantiems ir ] Lietuvg atvykstantiems uzsienieciams.

2.6 Svarstant imigracijos ir imigranty integracijos politines gaires, jtraukti
paslaugy paketa, kuris apimty paslaugas, padedancias uZzsienieCiams derinti Seimos
gyvenimg ir profesinj uzimtumg.

3. Apibendrinant empirinio tyrimo duomenis, organizacijoms, teikiancioms
paslaugas imigrantams ir ju Seimoms, rekomenduojama | paslaugy sarasa jtraukti
paslaugas, kurios padéty imigrantams derinti Seimos gyvenimg ir darbg ir taip padidinty
integracijos 1 darbo rinkg galimybe, pvz., | paslaugy sarasg jtraukti vaiky prieziiiros
paslaugas ar panaSias paslaugas, kurios padéty derinti Seimos gyvenimg ir profesinj

uzimtuma.
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
