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Research question

In the context of globalized mass migration, countries of origin suffer
from declining labour, brain drain, reduced tax collection, an aging pop-
ulation and so on. Migration is changing the demographic structure and
resource distribution of societies of origin. While the discourse on migra-
tion issues and their solutions has been prevalent in the politics, media
and research of the countries of origin, the increasing role of migrants in
the economic, social, cultural and political life of the countries of origin
has gradually reaffirmed over the last decade. In their country of origin,
migrants can help “open doors to global labour markets, trade, business,
cultural exchange and diplomacy, and often bring home new ideas, skills
and financial assets” (Omelaniuk et al. 2013, 23). Because of their close
links with their country of origin, migrants can act as mediators between
both societies. The contribution made by migrants requires appropriate
measures to promote the contribution of migrants to the well-being of the
country of origin.

During the years of independence about 706 thousand people left the
country or almost one fifth (19.2%) of the Lithuanian population (European
Migration Network, 2019a). It is estimated that there are about 1.3 million
Lithuanians living outside Lithuania (Ministry of Foreign Affairs, 2017).
The United Kingdom (hereafter the UK) has the largest number of Lithu-
anian migrants in the European Union. According to official statistics pro-
vided by the states, the UK has over 212,000, Norway and Germany 48,000
each and Ireland 36,000 Lithuanians (European Migration Network, 2019b).
The migration rates of Lithuanian society reveal both the high level of em-
igration and the great potential of migrants’ contribution to their country
of origin. However, the contribution of migrants, its types and modes of
expression to the country of origin have not been thoroughly investigated
in Lithuania, and the mechanisms and impact of migrants” contributions
have not been systematically analyzed. The results of such a study would
help to better target the state migration policy and to apply more efficient
measures promoting the contribution of migrants. This led to raising the
main question of the thesis — what determines the contribution of migrants
to the well-being of their country of origin and what are the peculiarities of
this contribution process?

The novelty of the research

In the context of the prevailing discourse on the negative effects of migration
and the problems they pose, the contribution of migration to the country of
origin is new and little researched, not only in Lithuania but also abroad.
There are more studies of the economic contribution of migrants: financial
remittances, establishing home country business and facilitation of eco-
nomic development. It is only in recent years that the social contribution of
migrants has been highlighted, for example Levitt introduced a new term
specifically for this type of contribution, social remittances (Levitt 1998). It
is also argued that knowledge transfer contributes more to the welfare of
the country of origin than financial aid, investment, etc. (Kuznetsov 2010;
2013). The research of contribution process to countries of origin is most
lacking (Tabar 2014), and especially impact studies (Nowicka 2015, 10). So
far there is little research on this topic not only in Lithuania but also abroad.

Exploration of the topic

Research on the processes of emigration in Lithuania is already widely de-
veloped and covers many areas, therefore, this review mentions those areas
that are valuable for the dissertation research. The situation of migrants
in foreign countries is extensively studied and their strategies of identi-
ty change and integration are analyzed (Ciubrinskas 2004, 2005, 2008,
2009, 2010, 2013; Geciené 2008, 2011; Kripiené 2006, 2007, 2008, 2011, 2012;
Kuznetsoviené 2008, 2009, 2010, Kuzmickaite 2004, 2006, 2008, 2012, 2013;
Taljtnaité and Labanauskas 2009 and many others). It should be noted,
however, that the studies mentioned do not pay much attention to migrants’
contribution to their country of origin.

The latter topic is partly covered by several publications. Ciubrinskas,
in his article “To Be of Use for Your Own Country — Missionary Identity
of the Lithuanian transmigrants” (2006), explores the migrants” values in
relation to assistance to Lithuania and the social and cultural attitudes of
returning migrants. The same author in other publication “Returning with
Resources: Social Remittances and the Uncertain Belonging of Transatlan-
tic Remigrants” (2018) discusses the links between transmigrants identity
with several types of social remittances and the associated challenges of
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reintegration into Lithuanian society. Geciené and co-authors, based on a
survey commissioned by the Office of the Prime Minister of the Republic of
Lithuania, provide respondents’ insights on the potential economic, cultur-
al and social contribution of migrants to Lithuania’s well-being (Gudelis,
Geciené & Jakuleviciené 2012; Geciené & Matulaitis 2012). Bagdonaviciené,
in her article “Support of the Emigrated Lithuanians for the Restoration
of the State of Lithuania” also gives excellent examples of the role of mi-
grants in the development of their country of origin (Bagdonaviciené 2009).
A more detailed historical overview of the contribution of migrants to the
present day is provided by Geciené and Kanopkaité 2015 in the collective
monograph “Diaspora’ Professionals: How to Mobilize Them for Creating
of Lithuania Wellbeing”. However, their research is limited to mentions of
organizations and actors and forms of contribution, without analyzing the
modalities, effects, and factors of the contribution.

The contribution of migrants in other countries is largely explored in eco-
nomic terms, linked to financial remittances, business and economic devel-
opment in the country (Light, Zhou and Kim 2002; Newland and Tanaka
2010; Plaza and Radha 2011; Rodriguez-Montemayor 2012; Brinkerhoff 2012;
Kuznetsov 2010, 2013 and others). However, other forms of contribution are
very little explored (De Haas 2007, Nowicka and Sherbaja 2016). Levitt, 1998,
has made the largest contribution to research into the social contribution of
migrants to their country of origin. She introduced the term “social remittanc-
es” as “norms, practices, identities, and social capital” and examined their
impact on countries of origin (Levitt 1998, 927). Recently, the social benefits
of migrants are increasingly referred to as social remittances (Kapur 2010,
19; Omelaniuk et al. 2013, 47). It is argued that migrants can be an important
source or mediator of research and innovation, technology transfer and skills
development (Plaza and Radha 2011, 20). By exploiting the cultural capital of
migrants acquired in the host country, countries of origin can benefit from
the transfer of cultural and civic awareness and experience (Brinkerhoff 2012,
77). It also draws attention to the “subtle and dynamic effect of migration’s
‘social remittances’ in reshaping political understandings, expectations, and
norms” (Kapur 2010, 19). It is emphasized that the mobilization of migrants’
knowledge and skills can play an even more effective role in promoting the
development of their countries of origin than financial remittances or invest-
ments (Johnsonir Sedaca 2004, 73; Kuznetsov 2010, 2013). Since 2012 several
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articles have appeared covering the influence of social remittances on the em-
powerment of women in the country of origin (Lodigiani and Salomone 2012;
Akkoyunlu 2013), and the links between social remittances and social cap-
ital (Markley 2012). In 2016 several important articles were published about
the wider social contribution of Central and Eastern European migrants to
their country of origin (Grabowska and Engbersen 2016, Karolak 2016, Sandu
2016), impact of social contribution on social change in countries of origin
(Dzieglewski 2016), and barriers to social contribution (Garapich 2016, Nevin-
skaité 2016). To explain the difference in return activity, the following factors
are distinguished: gender, age, socioeconomic status, inclusion in the host
country, migrant networks (Burgess 2014; Ahmadov and Sasse 2016).

Nevertheless, both in Lithuania and abroad there is a particular lack
of research on migrants” contribution process and its impact on countries
of origin. These aspects of the contribution of migrants are partially ad-
dressed by Tabar (2014), who examined the three stages of the transfer-
ring process of political remittances: mobilization, transfer and impact.
Forms of political mobilization in host countries, such as manifestations,
electoral campaigning, etc., and various actors such as ethnic and reli-
gious organizations, schools, etc. are considered (Vertovec 2005, Tabar
2014). Gudelis reveals the mobilizing role of Lithuanian diaspora organ-
izations in discussing one aspect of their mission — helping their country
of origin (Gudelis 2015). The channels of migrants’ contribution transfer
are distinguished: migrants’ travel or return to their countries of origin,
social networks of migrants (Perez-Armendariz and Crow 2010); media
(Boccagni, Lafleur and Levitt 2015). In terms of impact, it is discussed
how migrants” reproduce traditional gender roles (King et al. 2006) or
free women from family relationships (Taylor et al. 2006), help to increase
purchasing power, reduce poverty and harm in disasters, invest in hous-
ing, land, health, education and business in their country of origin (Plaza
and Radha 2011, 7,11).

Research object. Remittances of Lithuanian migrants to Lithuania.

The aim of the study is to investigate what factors influence the
contribution of Lithuanian migrants to the development of their country of
origin and to reveal the peculiarities of this process.
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Research objectives:

1.

To develop a theoretical model for analysing the contribution of
migrants by examining theories that analyse the migrants’ remit-
tances;

To examine the actors and forms of the migrants remittances;
Identify motivations, incentives and barriers for migrants to con-
tribute;

Investigate the stages of the process of migrants’ contribution: mo-
bilization, transfer and impact;

Identify the factors (demographic and other) that influence the re-
mittances of migrants.

Thesis statements:

1.

Higher education, social status and keeping ties with the country
of origin have a greater positive impact on the contribution to the
country of origin than other socio-demographic factors. In other
words, higher education, social status and intensified communication
with the country of origin make the remittances more likely;

The migrant habitus has a very important influence on the
contribution to the country of origin. In the case of migrants
contribution to the well-being of the country such habitus includes
the need to remit, social activism, desire to maintain Lithuanian
identity, pursuit of Lithuania’s progress and prosperity, etc.). Such
habitus can be taken over while living in the country of origin and
reinforced or gained in the host country;

Migrant organizations and special programs promoting the
contribution of migrants play an important role in mobilizing and
transferring social remittances as well as enabling of their impact
on wellbeing of country of origin.

The contribution made by migrants affects at least half of Lithuania’s
population and covers many areas of the country of origin —economic,
cultural, social and political.

Theoretical analysis model of the study of migrants” contributions
to the country of origin, based on theory of transnationalism, some
theoretical insights of Bourdieu’s theory of social practice and
newest migration - development nexus debate, by examining the
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actors, motivation, incentives and barriers, mobilization, transfer
and impact of migrants’ remittances, allow comprehensively
analyse migrants’ contribution to the country of origin.

Theoretical framework

Migrants” remittances in this study are defined as ,material (e.g., money,
objects) or non-material (e.g. imaginaries, norms) objects of transactions
between migrants and non-migrants (Nowicka and SerbedzZija 2016, 1).
These are not stable transaction objects, but objects that transform while be-
ing transferred (mutable mobiles) and therefore ,, denotes an object that also
functions as a process” (Nowicka and Sherbjaya 2016, 14). Therefore, the
remittances of migrants can be analysed as different objects and their trans-
fer process through the relationship between migrants and non-migrants
as actors of the transaction. These actors can be individuals or groups of
individuals, and contributions can be both individual and collective. The
contribution of migrants can be influenced both at the micro level (individ-
ual motivation, socio-demographic factors and values, attitudes) and at the
macro level (incentives — natural disasters, financial crises, wars or other
conflicts or origins in the country of origin, factors of the country’s means
of attracting the deposit, etc.).

Most migration theories (Neo-classical, Historical-structuralist, New eco-
nomics of Labour Migration, Household livelihood, etc.) seek to explain the
causes of migration and pay little attention to the contribution of migrants
to their countries of origin. Therefore, the theoretical basis of the research
is based on the theory of transnational migration, which is most relevant to
analysis of the contribution of migrants to their countries of origin. To further
explore migrants’ resources and forms of contribution, and to explore the
links between migrants’ contributions and the development of their coun-
tries of origin, this theory is complemented by some theoretical insights of
Bourdieu'’s theory of social practice and recent insights into the links between
migration and development. The theory of transnational migration empha-
sizes the persistent links of migrants with their country of origin, which have
a major impact on the contribution they make to their country of origin. As-
pects of Bourdieu’s theory of social practice help to systematize the contribu-
tion provided, to reveal the role of habitus and to examine the contribution
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provided by different sociodemographic groups. Recent theoretical insights
into the links between migration and development highlight the importance
of motivation and incentives to contribute, as well as the different impact of
different types of contributions on the development of countries of origin.

The advantages of all three theoretical approaches are used to construct
a theoretical model of analysis. This model includes incentives and moti-
vation to contribute, the different actors and types of contribution, and the
stages of the remittances transfer process: mobilization, transfer and im-
pact. The model is used to structure and analyse research data.

Research data and methods

In order to investigate in detail the contribution of Lithuanian migrants to
the host country and Lithuania, one foreign country, the UK, is chosen. This
choice is based on the understanding that a broad scope of foreign countries
would be more of a hindrance than an advantage for a thorough analysis of
the problem. The UK is selected according to several criteria: it is the largest
host country for Lithuanian migrants in the EU and attracted many differ-
ent socioeconomic groups of migrants in comparison with other countries of
Lithuanian migrants” destination.

Research methods choice is based on the principle of method triangula-

tion and include quantitative and qualitative research methods:

1.) 2013-2018 surveys of Lithuanians from different foreign countries
on their condition and needs. These surveys were ordered by the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Lithuania and con-
ducted by the public opinion and market research centre Vilmorus.
The primary data of these surveys (survey data in Excel or SPSS
format) and secondary data (reports of surveys of Lithuanians
abroad) allow to reveal the dynamics of migrant contribution over
time and to compare the motivation and scope of the contribution
of different sociodemographic groups;

2.) 2014 survey of 512 Lithuanian diaspora members from different
foreign countries conducted by the author together with colleagues
for the project “Exploiting the potential of Lithuanian diaspora pro-
fessional networks”. The analysis of the results of this study helps
to analyse the overall contribution situation of one of the migrant
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groups, the diaspora professionals, as well as the factors, motiva-
tions, and barriers for their contribution to Lithuania well-being;
2016-2019 semi-structured interviews with 30 migrants with dif-
ferent demographic characteristics from Lithuania living in UK
conducted by the author for this study. The analysis of these in-
terviews helps to investigate in more depth the situation, types,
components and expression of migrants contribution to Lithuania;
2018 December a representative Lithuanian population survey
(N =1000) commissioned by the author for this dissertation. Four
questions were included in the Omnibus of Population Opinion
Survey conducted by the public opinion and market research cen-
tre Vilmorus. The data analysis of received data helps to investi-
gate the scope of the potential contribution of migrants;

2018-2019 three cases studies of Lithuanian migrants’ contribution
programs in Lithuania — LT Big Brother, Talent for Lithuania and
Create for Lithuania were conducted by the author. The program
implementation data provided on the websites of these programs
and interviews with program coordinators were used as data
sources in the analysis of these case studies. The analysis partially
reveals the impact of migrants’ contributions on the scientific, busi-
ness and public sectors.

Content of the doctoral dissertation

The doctoral dissertation consists of four major parts: introduction, two
main sections, and conclusions. The introduction describes the importance,
the novelty, and the objectives of the study. The first part of the disserta-
tion discusses three theoretical approaches: transnational migration theory,
Bourdieu'’s theory of social practice, and recent theoretical insights into the
links between migration and development. A theoretical analysis model
based on the explanatory power of these three theoretical approaches is also
presented. It covers the following aspects of the contribution of migrants to
their country of origin: incentives and motivation to contribute, different
actors and types of contribution and the stages of the remittances transfer
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process - mobilization, transfer and impact.

The second part presents the analysis of primary (survey data in Excel
or SPSS format, interview data) and secondary data (survey reports of Lith-
uanians abroad) structured according to the theoretical analysis model. On
the basis of the theoretical part, the incentives and motivation to contribute,
the different actors and types of contribution, the stages of the remittances
transfer process — mobilization, transfer and impact — are analysed. The
main focus is on the positive aspects of Lithuanian migrants remittances,
which contributes to the development of the country.

At the end of the dissertation, the results of the research on the con-
tribution of migrants are discussed and conclusions are formulated. The
arguments in support of the thesis statements are presented. Guidelines for
further research on the contribution of migrants are discussed.

Results and conclusions

The contribution made by migrants has become very important recently
in the context of globalization, increased migrant flows and social changes
in the countries of origin in the broad sense. In addition to the financial
remittances sent by migrants, the impact of other types of migrants” con-
tributions on the development of societies of origin by changing its val-
ues, attitudes and behaviour has been explored. While the contribution of
third-country migrants is most often examined, it is also noticeable that
countries with relatively high gross domestic product and a human capital
index, such as the countries which have been admitted to the European Un-
ion (including Lithuania) in 2004 and 2007 are also experiencing high lev-
els of emigration and consequently migrants” contributions. However, only
the case of Polish migrants (Nowicka and Sherbedzia 2016, Grabowska and
Garapich 2016, Grabowska and Engbersen 2016, White 2016, Dzieglewski
2016, Karolak 2016, etc.) is analysed more extensively, so the case study of
Lithuanian migrants remittances contributes to these European post-com-
munist countries studies.

In examining the factors influencing the contribution of migrants to
the country of origin, transnational theory and some complementary as-
pects of Bourdieu'’s theory of social practice and recent theoretical insights
into the links between migration and development have been used. The
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choice of these theoretical approaches was due to the inability of previous
macro-level theories to explain new migration trends and the low attention
paid to the contribution of migrants to their countries of origin. Selected
theoretical approaches provide theoretical tools for analysing migrants’
contributions. The transnational theory focuses on social relations between
migrants and their country of origin, and the two-way circulation of these
contributions, Bourdieu’s theoretical insights explain the power relations of
migrants and the influence of habitus on both contribution and acceptance.
Recent theoretical insights on migration and development provide tools for
the analysis of migrants’ remittances though motivation, incentives and ef-
fects on countries of origin. These three theoretical approaches are perfectly
complementary and allow for a comprehensive exploration of the migrants’
contribution for their country of origin.

The advantages of each of these three theoretical approaches discussed
were used to develop a model for the theoretical analysis of the contribution
of migrants. This model focuses on migrants” contribution actors, types of
remittances, motivation and incentives, and the process of transferring re-
mittances: mobilization, transfer, and impact. The advantage of this theoret-
ical model of migrants’ contribution analysis is the consistent and proces-
sual approach to migrants’ contribution to countries of origin. This model,
developed by the author, avoids the often fragmented analysis of migrant
contributions in countries of origin and allows for a comprehensive analysis
of this phenomenon. It may be useful to other researchers in examining the
migrants’ contribution situation in their countries of origin or comparing the
migrants’ contribution process in different countries of origin.

The results of the dissertation study’s analysis of the contribution
of migrants to Lithuania’s well-being confirmed the results of previous
studies which revealed the greater contribution of diaspora professionals
to their countries of origin (e.g. Kuznetsov 2013). Migrants with higher
education, scientists and managers of companies and institutions that
could be classified as professionals of the Lithuanian diaspora were more
likely to say they participate in Lithuanian public life and make various
forms of contribution. Conversely, the group of Lithuanians living abroad
who said they did not participate and did not intend to participate in
Lithuanian public life consisted of migrants without higher education and
workers. Within the diaspora group of professionals keeping strong ties

with Lithuanian colleagues and professional organizations increases the
likelihood that a person will be willing or is already active to contribute
to Lithuania several times. These results confirmed the first thesis state-
ment, that higher education, social status, and communication with the
country of origin have a more positive impact on the contribution to the
country of origin than other socio-demographic factors.

In addition to the influence of education and strong ties with Lithuania,
three other closely related factors were revealed — participation in organiza-
tions uniting Lithuanians abroad, wish to preserve Lithuanian identity and
attitude that the progress and prosperity of Lithuania is very important.
In their own way, these factors reflect migrants’ attitudes towards main-
taining ties with Lithuania. However, about one-tenth of migrants do not
and do not intend to contribute to Lithuania’s well-being, said that it is
not important for them to maintain their Lithuanian identity, they do not
participate in migrant organizations and do not care about Lithuania’s pro-
gress and prosperity. Interview data reveal that often such reluctance to
contribute is associated with a negative attitude towards Lithuania, its peo-
ple and culture, and is strongly emotionally coloured by expressing deep
emotional grief for country of origin.

The research results suggest that there is an altruistic and patriot-
ic motivation to contribute to Lithuania’s well-being and motivation to
realize oneself, to use one’s knowledge and experience. This responds
to the two main motivations identified by Kuznetsov (2013), but can be
complemented by a more “lifestyle” motivation for young migrants to
engage in fun activities and stay with people they like. Analysing spe-
cific programs to promote migrants’ contributions also revealed that fi-
nancial incentives are not the most important factor and that greater
motivation is associated with the opportunity to make a difference in
the life of their country of origin. This broadens the range of motivation-
al factors discussed by other researchers. In addition, the study revealed
that migrants’ motivation to contribute, to participate in Lithuanian pub-
lic life and to diaspora organizations is determined by their dispositions
transferred from their previous life in Lithuania or acquired while liv-
ing abroad. This confirms the second thesis statement that the migrant
habitus (in the case of a contribution, it is a disposition to contribute to
the well-being of the country of origin, disposition of being socially ac-
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tive, etc.) taken over while living in the country of origin and reinforced
in the host country plays a very important role.

Lithuanians abroad mostly contribute to the development of Lithua-
nia with their financial remittances, supporting their relatives. The amount
of financial remittances is almost the same as received European Union
funding for the same period in Lithuania. Surveys show that remittanc-
es are sent by almost half of Lithuanian migrants. Such contributions are
made by both highly-skilled and less-skilled or educated migrants, but for
low-skilled migrants this is probably the only type of contribution (along
with charity) they make. Highly skilled migrants contribute in many other
ways, most notably by raising the profile of Lithuania in their countries of
residence, transferring their experience and knowledge, and participating
in civic / political activities. A significant part of migrants also contributes
through consumption: they buy Lithuanian products, promotes tourism
and go for vacation themselves in Lithuania.

The survey revealed that other forms of remittances are practiced by
a smaller proportion of migrants, but they are no less important: charity,
establishing contacts between their country of stay and Lithuania, investing
and others. Qualitative interview data reveals that each type of remittances
(economic, cultural, social, symbolic and civic / political) has a much broad-
er range of contributions and that each type of contribution is very useful.
Both surveys and qualitative interviews revealed that Lithuanian migrants
in particular see their contribution to Lithuania’s well-being through the
prism of their professional competences, such as entrepreneurs, managers
of companies or institutions through investment, business creation, scien-
tists through participation in collaborative research, artists — through the
development of Lithuanian culture.

Furthermore, the surveys data also reveal the considerable potential
of migrants to contribute to Lithuania’s well-being. According to results
of the general surveys of Lithuanians abroad, there are about 15% of those
who do not yet contribute to Lithuania’s well-being and / or participate
in Lithuanian public life but would like to contribute. According to results
of the survey of Lithuanian diaspora professionals, about 20-30% of them
who do not yet contribute would like to do this, besides, about one third
of those who already contribute want to contribute more. Given the sig-
nificant potential of contribution, more information on the contribution
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forms could be provided and additional incentives proposed to increase
their motivation to contribute.

Incentives for Lithuanians abroad to contribute in a relatively stable
situation in Lithuania (no conflicts, wars, major natural disasters) depend
on several factors: the economic situation of the host country of migration
(financial remittances to Lithuania decreased during the financial crisis
2008-2009), activity of migrants and diaspora organizations and attitudes
towards contributions, the attitude of the Lithuanian authorities and socie-
ty towards migrants, and special measures to promote the contribution to
the life and well-being of Lithuania. This significantly adds to the range of
incentives for migrant input discussed by foreign researchers (e.g. Brinker-
hoff 2012).

Obstacles to providing contributions are primarily related to the nega-
tive attitude of the Lithuanian authorities and society towards Lithuanians
living abroad, unfavourable Lithuanian government policy towards mi-
grants, insufficient attention of the Lithuanian authorities to the diaspora,
and lack of readiness of Lithuanian state institutions to accept contribu-
tions. Other identified barriers relate to negative societal phenomena such
as corruption, bureaucracy and discrimination. Obstacles include a lack of
information on cooperation, complicated legal regulation and restrictions,
and a lack of opportunities for cooperation. Barriers are also associated
with personal limitations such as a lack of time, limited financial resources,
lack of companionship and a lack of skills.

The mobilization of the contribution of migrants is usually done through
diaspora organizations through indirect and direct mobilization. Indirect
mobilization of contribution takes place through the maintaining and devel-
opment of national identity, traditions, cultural education. Direct remittances
mobilization takes place through fundraising or charity events, special pro-
jects and campaigns. In addition, contribution mobilization through diaspora
organizations opens up more opportunities than personal ones by creating
broader relationships and providing a higher social status for the leader
of the organization, which facilitates access to institutions of both host and
home countries. Special programs of Lithuanian institutions and organiza-
tions, such as LT Big Brother, Talent for Lithuania, Create for Lithuania and
other programs in the fields of science and culture, also contribute signifi-
cantly to the mobilization of migrants” contributions. This supports the third
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thesis statement that migrant organizations and special programs play an
important role in mobilizing and transferring migrants’ remittances.

The transfer of migrants’ contributions can take place from a distance,
by returning to the country of origin or continuously migrating from one
country to another. There are no obstacles to provide contribution remote-
ly, moreover, sometimes more significant contributions can be made from a
distance without losing direct access to resources, be it work at foreign uni-
versities, companies or public authorities. Keeping strong ties with Lithuania,
both individuals and institutions in particular, is essential for the transfer of
remittances, as such contacts increase the likelihood of active and potential
contributions. This activity is related to time spent in Lithuania, as active in
sense of contribution migrants tend to visit Lithuania more frequently and
spend more time there than migrants who are only potentially wishing to
remit or do not want to remit. There are a variety of remittances channels
available — from phone, email, social networks, to meetings abroad, etc. Con-
tributing by returning to country of origin is also very important because of
the transfer of knowledge, skills and even work culture.

Analysing the extent of the contribution of migrants, it was revealed that
more than half of the Lithuanian population has close family members living
abroad. Lithuanians are most aware of the cultural and economic remittances
of their relatives. More than half of Lithuanian residents say that their relatives
who live abroad seek to expand their mental horizons, get to know own coun-
try, other countries and cultures and share new ideas and knowledge with peo-
ple in Lithuania. Nearly half of the residents point out that outgoing relatives
make an economic contribution: they send or bring money for daily expenses
and invest in Lithuania (buy flats, houses, invest in companies, etc.). Fewer
respondents agreed that outgoing relatives have set up a business in Lithuania
or are engaged in trade, but this still accounts for almost a quarter of respond-
ents. Besides, a third of respondents agreed that outgoing relatives encourage
values change and make a political contribution. One of the negative effects of
foreign Lithuanians would be help or encouragement to emigrate. The results
confirm the fourth thesis statement that the contribution of migrants make im-
pact on the majority of the Lithuanian population and covers many areas of the
country of origin — economic, cultural, social and political / civic.

The analysis of the programs promoting the contribution of migrants
in Lithuania revealed that the impact of attracted migrants’ contribution,
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although difficult to measure, is huge. In the case of the “Create for Lithua-
nia” program alone, about 60% of the project participants (highly educated
Lithuanians who have work experience abroad) retain work in the public
sector in Lithuania, implementation of the project proposals themselves
saves Lithuania about 330 million euros, but the main impact is made by
the project participants who remain to work in a leading position of public
institutions, where they can significantly influence the entire public or busi-
ness sector. This insight from the study supports Kuznetsov’s theoretical
assumption that the form of migrants” contribution that has the greatest
impact on the development of the country of origin is institutional reform.
In addition, the impact of migrants” contribution to changing cultural at-
titudes, working culture in Lithuania, strengthening Lithuanian transna-
tional networks and enhancing the professionalism of program participants
was also highlighted in all studied programs.

The dissertation study allowed a comprehensive assessment of the con-
tribution of migrants from motivation and incentives to remit to the impact
of that contribution. Thus, the results of the study confirmed the fifth thesis
statement, which claims that theoretical analysis model of the study of mi-
grants’ contributions to the country of origin, based on theory of transna-
tionalism, some theoretical insights of Bourdieu’s theory of social practice
and newest migration - development nexus debate, by examining the actors,
motivation, incentives and barriers, mobilization, transfer and impact of mi-
grants” remittances, allow comprehensively analyse migrants’ contribution
to the country of origin. Thus, this model of analysis can be easily applied
to the complex analysis of the contribution of migrants from other countries
or to the comparison of the contribution of migrants from several countries.

The results of analysis of the contribution of Lithuanian migrants to their
country of origin allow to reveal the uniqueness of the region of the European
post-communist countries in the research of the contribution of migrants on
a global scale, as previous analysis of migrants” remittances usually was fo-
cused on migrants from third world countries. As recently some researchers
notice, analysing the behaviour of migrants from post-communist countries,
which are relatively more industrialized, with relatively high-income and
education, can significantly alter previous theoretical insights (Brinkerhoff,
Johnson, and Gudelis 2019) and thus can contribute to the development of
theoretical framework of migrants’ contribution to their countries of origin.

Problema ir aktualumas. Globalizacijos salygomis vykstant masinei mi-
gracijai kilmés Salys kencia dél mazéjancios darbo jégos, proty nutekéjimo,
sumazéjusio mokesciy surinkimo, visuomeneés senéjimo ir pan. Dél migraci-
jos kinta kilmeés saliy visuomeniy demografiné struktiira ir resursuy pasis-
kirstymas. Nors migracijos sukeliamy problemy ir ju sprendimu diskursas
yra vyraujantis kilmeés Saliy politikoje, Ziniasklaidoje ir moksliniuose tyr-
imuose, pastaraji deSimtmetj pamazu vél atkreipiamas démesys i didéjanti
pozityvy migranty vaidmeni ekonominiame, socialiniame, kulttiriniame ir
politiniame kilmés Saliy gyvenime. Savo kilmés Saliai migrantai gali padeti
,atverti duris i pasaulio darbo rinkas, paskatinti plétotis prekyba, versla,
inicijuoti kultfirinius mainus ir diplomatinius santykius, perduoti naujas
idéjas, igidZius ir finansinj pajéguma” (Omelaniuk ir kt. 2013, 23). Kadan-
gi migrantai palaiko artimus rysius su savo kilmés Salimi, tai jie gali veikti
kaip tarpininkai tarp abieju visuomeniy. Migrantu teikiamas indélis skati-
na imtis atitinkamy migranty indélio i Salies gerove pritraukimo skatinimo
priemoniuy.

Per nepriklausomybés metus i Salies iSvyko apie 706 ttikst. arba bev-
eik penktadalis (19,2 proc.) Lietuvos gyventoju (Europos migracijos tinklas,
2019a). Skaiciuojama, kad uz Lietuvos riby gyvena apie 1,3 milijono lietuviy
ir save i$ Lietuvos kildinanciu Zmoniy (UZsienio reikaly ministerija, 2017).
Jungtiné Karalysté (toliau JK) yra daugiausiai priglaudusi migranty is Li-
etuvos Europos Sajungoje. Pagal valstybiy pateiktus oficialius statistinius
duomenis JK gyvena virs 212 ttikst., Norvegijoje ir Vokietijoje — po 48 tiikst.,
Airijoje — 36 thikst. lietuviy (Europos migracijos tinklas, 2019b). Lietuvos
visuomeneés migracijos rodikliai atskleidzia tiek didelj migracijos masta,
tiek ir didelj migrantu indélio kilmeés Saliai potencialg. Taciau Lietuvoje
néra iSsamiai istirtas migranty teikiamas indélis, jo tipai ir raiska kilmeés
Saliai, néra sistemiskai iSanalizuoti migranty indélio perdavimo mecha-

nizmai ir poveikis. Tokio tyrimo rezultatai padéty tikslingiau formuoti
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valstybés migracijos politika bei efektyviau taikyti migranty indélj skat-
inancias priemones. Tai paskatino iskelti pagrindinj disertacijos klausima
—nuo ko priklauso migranty prisidéjimas prie kilmés Salies gerovés ir kokie
yra $io indélio teikimo proceso ypatumai?

Temos naujumas ir reikSmé. Vyraujancio neigiamuy migracijos padariniy
ir ju keliamy, problemy diskurso fone migracijos teikiamas indélis kilmeés
Saliai yra nauja ir maZai tyrinéta ne tik Lietuvoje, bet ir uZsienyje. Daugiau
yra tyrinétas ekonominis migranty indélis: finansinés perlaidos, gimtosios
Salies verslo ir ekonomikos vystymas. Tik pastaraisiais metais atkreiptas
démesys i migranty teikiama socialinj indélj, pavyzdZiui, Levitt 1998 m.
(angl. social remittances) (Levitt 1998). Be to, teigiama, kad Ziniy perdavi-
mas labiau prisideda prie kilmés Salies gerovés kélimo, nei finansiné pagal-
ba, investavimas ir pan. (Kuznetsov 2010; 2013). Labiausiai triksta indélio
kilmés Salims proceso (Tabar 2014), ir ypac poveikio tyrimy (Nowicka 2015,
10). Kol kas tyrimy Sia tema yra maZai ne tik Lietuvoje, bet ir uZsienyje.
Temos istirtumas. Lietuvos emigracijos procesy tyrimai jau placiai
iSplétoti ir apima labai daug sriciu, tad Sioje apzZvalgoje paminétos tos sri-
tys, kurios vertingos disertacijos tyrimui. Placiai tyrinéjama migranty sit-
uacija uzsienio Salyse, atliekama ju tapatybés kaitos ir integracijos strate-
giju analizé (Ciubrinskas 2004, 2005, 2008, 2009, 2010, 2013; Geciené 2008,
2011; Kripiené 2006, 2007, 2008, 2011, 2012; Kuznecoviené 2008, 2009, 2010,
Kuzmickaité 2004, 2006, 2008, 2012, 2013; Taljanaité ir Labanauskas 2009
ir daugelis kity). Visgi tenka pastebéti, kad paminétuose tyrimuose gana
mazai yra skiriama démesio j migranty teikiama graZza kilmés saliai.
Pastaraja tema i§ dalies nagrinéja keletas publikaciju: Ciubrinskas savo
straipsnyje ,, Bliti naudingam savo tévynei — misionieriskasis lietuviy trans-
migranty identitetas” (2006) gilinasi i iSeivijos vertybines nuostatas pagal-
bos Lietuvai atzvilgiu bei kokias socialines bei kultiirines nuostatas atsiveza
griztantys i tévyne migrantai, kitoje publikacijoje ,Grizimas su iStekliais:
socialinés perlaidos ir transatlantiniy remigranty neapibréZtas priklausy-
mas” (2018) autorius aptaria remigranty tapatumo sasajas su keliomis so-
visuomene; Geciené su bendraautoriais, remdamasi Lietuvos Respublikos
Ministro Pirmininko tarnybos uzsakymu atlikto tyrimo duomenimis,
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pateikia respondenty jZvalgas apie galima migranty ekonomini, kulttirinj ir
socialinj indélj { Lietuvos geroveés kiirima (Gudelis, Geciené ir Jakuleviciené
2012; Geciené ir Matulaitis 2012); Bagdonaviciené savo straipsnyje ,Pasau-
lio lietuviy parama atkuriant Lietuvos valstybe” taip pat pateikia puikius
pavyzdZzius apie migranty vaidmenj savo Salies vystymesi (Bagdonaviciené
2009). Placiau iSnagrinéta migranty indélio istoriné apzvalga iki iy di-
eny pateikiama Gecienés ir Kanopkaités 2015 m. parengtame kolektyvinés
monografijos ,Diasporos profesionalai: kaip juos telkti kuriant Lietuvos
gerove” skyriuje , Diasporos indélis j Lietuvos gerovés kiirima”. Taciau ju
tyrimuose apsiribojama organizacijy bei veikéjy ir indélio formy paminéji-
mais, neanalizuojant indélio perdavimo biidy, poveikio ir veiksniu.
UZzsienyje migranty teikiamas indélis daugiausiai yra tyrinéjamas ekono-
miniu aspektu, siejant ji su finansinémis perlaidomis, Salies verslo ir ekono-
mikos vystymu (Light, Zhou ir Kim 2002; Newland ir Tanaka 2010; Plaza
ir Radha 2011; Rodriguez-Montemayor 2012; Brinkerhoff 2012; Kuznetsov
2010, 2013 ir kiti). Tac¢iau kitos indélio formos yra labai mazai iStyrinéta sri-
tis (De Haas 2007, Nowicka ir gerbediija 2016). Didziausig indélj socialinés
migranty naudos tyrinéjimuy srityje yra atlikusi jau minéta Levitt, 1998 m.
apibrézdama terming “socialinés perlaidos” kaip “normas, praktikas, ta-
patybes ir socialinj kapitalg” ir nagrinédama jy jtakq kilmés salims (Levitt
1998, 927). Pataruoju metu migranty teikiama socialiné nauda vis daZniau
pavadinama socialinémis perlaidomis (Kapur 2010, 19; Omelaniuk ir kiti
sud. 2013, 47). Teigiama, kad migrantai gali btiti svarbus tyrimy ir inovaciju,
technologiju perdavimo ir jgtidZiu lavinimo Saltinis ar tarpininkas (Plaza ir
Radha 2011, 20). Panaudojant migranty kulttirinj kapitala, ijgauta priimancio-
je salyje, kilmés Salys gali gauti naudos perimdamos kultiirinj ir pilietini sa-
moninguma bei patirtj (Brinkerhoff 2012, 77). Taip pat atkreipiamas démesys
i ,subtily ir dinamiska migracijos ,socialiniy perlaidu” efektq performuo-
jant politinj supratima, ltkescius ir normas” (Kapur 2010, 19). PabréZiama,
kad migranty Ziniy ir jgidZiy mobilizavimas gali vaidinti netgi efektyvesnj
vaidmenj skatinant ju kilmés Saliy vystymasi nei finansinés perlaidos ar
investicijos (Johnsonir Sedaca 2004, 73; Kuznetsov 2010, 2013). Nuo 2012 m.
pasirodé keli straipsniai, aptariantys socialiniy perlaidy jtaka motery kilmeés
Salyje igalinimui (Lodigiani ir Salomone 2012; Akkoyunlu 2013), socialiniy
perlaidy ir socialinio kapitalo sasajas (Markley 2012). 2016 m. pasirodé pub-
likacijos apie platesnj Centrinés ir Ryty Europos migranty socialinj indélj
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savo kilmeés Saliai (Grabowska ir Engbersen 2016, Karolak 2016, Sandu 2016),
socialinio indélio jtaka socialiniams poky¢iams kilmés Salyse (Dzieglewski
2016), klititis priimant socialinj indéli (Garapich 2016, Nevinskaité 2016).
Siekiant paaiskinti skirtinga grazos aktyvuma, iSskiriami Sie veiksniai: lyt-
is, amzius, socioekonominis statusas, j(si)traukimas i priimaciosios Salies
gyvenima, migranty tinklai (Burgess 2014; Ahmadov ir Sasse 2016).

Tiek Lietuvoje, tiek uZsienyje ypac triiksta indélio perdavimo proceso
bei poveikio kilmés $alims tyrimu. Sie migranty indélio aspektai i§ dalies
paliesti Tabar (2014), nagrinéjusio tris politinio indélio perdavimo proce-
so etapus: mobilizacija, perkélima ir poveikj. Nagrinéjamos politinés mo-
bilizacijos priimanciosiose Salyse formos, pvz., manifestacijos, rinkiminé
agitacija ir pan., bei skirtingi veikéjai, pvz.: etninés ir religinés organizaci-
jos, mokyklos ir pan.

ISskiriami
indélio cirkuliacijos kanalai: migranty kelionés ar grizimas i kilmeés Salis,
migranty socialiniai tinklai (Perez-Armendariz ir Crow 2010); Ziniasklai-
da (Boccagni, Lafleur ir Levitt 2015). Poveikio atZvilgiu, nagrinéjama, kaip
migranty perlaidos reprodukuoja tradicinius lyciy vaidmenis (King ir kt.
2006) ar atlaisvina moteris nuo Seimyniniy rysiy (Taylor ir kt. 2006), pade-
da padidinti perkamaja galia, sumazinti skurda ir Zalg iStikus nelaiméms,
padeda sutaupyti ir panaudoti pinigus investavimui i gyvenamaji btista,
zeme, sveikatg, iSsimokslinima ir versla (Plaza ir Radha 2011, 7,11).

Tyrimo teorinis pagrindas. Migranty indélis (angl. remittances) Siame
darbe yra apibréZiamas kaip materialiniai (pvz., pinigai, dovanos, labdara
ir pan.) ir nematerialiniai (informacija, vertybés, normos ir pan.) transak-
cijy tarp migranty ir ne migranty objektai (Nowicka ir SerbedZija 2016, 1).
Tai néra stabiliis transakcijy objektai, bet kintantys transakcijy metu (angl.
mutable mobiles) ir todél ,turi proceso funkcija” (Nowicka ir SerbedZija
2016, 14). Todél galima migranty indélj analizuoti kaip skirtingus objek-
tus ir ju perdavimo procesa per santykius tarp migranty ir nemigrantu,
kaip transakcijos veikéju. Sie veikéjai gali bati tiek individai, tiek individu
grupés, bei indélis gali bati tiek individualus, tiek kolektyvinis. Migranty
indelio teikimui gali daryti jtaka tiek mikro lygmens (individo motyvacija,
socio-demografiniai veiksniai bei vertybés, nuostatos), tiek makro lygmens
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(paskatos (angl. incentives) — kilmés Salyje kylancios stichinés nelaimés, fi-
nansineés krizés, karai ar kt. konfliktai ar kilmés Salies priemonés pritraukti
indélj ir pan.) veiksniai.

Dauguma migracijos teoriju (neoklasikiné, istoriné-strukttiralistiné,
darbo migracijos ekonomikos, Seimos tikio pragyvenimo ir kt.) siekia paa-
iskinti, kokios prieZastys lemia migracijg ir maZai kreipia démesio i mi-
granty indélj kilmeés Salims. Todél teoriniam tyrimo pagrindui yra pasitel-
kiama labiausiai su indélio teikimu susijusi — transnacionalinés migracijos
teorija. Siekiant giliau iSnagrinéti migranty isteklius ir indélio formas bei
iSanalizuoti sasajas tarp migranty indélio ir kilmés saliy vystymosi, $i teor-
ija papildoma Bourdieu socialinés praktikos teorijos bei naujausiy migraci-
jos ir vystymosi sasaju teorinémis jzvalgomis. Transnacionalinés migracijos
teorija pabrézia isliekancius nuolatinius migranty rysius su kilmés Salimi,
kurie daro didelj poveikj teikiamam indéliui kilmés Saliai. Bourdieu social-
inés praktikos teorijos aspektai padeda sistematizuoti teikiama indélj, atsk-
leisti habitus vaidmenij bei iSnagrinéti teikiama indélj skirtingose sociode-
mografinése grupése. Naujausios migracijos ir vystymosi sasaju teorinés
izvalgos atskleidZia motyvacijos ir paskaty teikti indélj svarba bei skirtingy
indélio raisiy skirtingg poveiki kilmés Saliy vystymuisi.

Siekiant sukurti teorinj analizés modelj pasitelkiami visu trijy teoriju
privalumai. Sis modelis apima paskatas ir motyvacija teikti indélj, skirtin-
gus veikéjus bei indélio rasis, indélio perdavimo proceso etapus: mobi-
lizacija, perkélimq ir poveiki. Modelis naudojamas tyrimo duomenims
stuktiiruoti bei analizuoti.

aukstuoju iSsilavinimu.

Disertacijos pirmoje dalyje aptariamos trys pagrind-
inés teorinés prieigos: transnacionalinés migracijos teorija, Bourdieu so-
cialinés praktikos teorijos bei naujausiy migracijos ir vystymosi sasaju te-
orinés izvalgos. Taip pat pateikiamas teorinis analizés modelis, pagristas
Siy triju teoriniy prieigy aiSkinamosios galios privalumais. Jame aptariami
Sie migranty indélio aspektai: paskatos ir motyvacija teikti indélj, skirtingi
veikéjai bei indélio rtisys, indélio perdavimo proceso etapai: mobilizacija,
perkélimas ir poveikis.

Antrame skyriuje pateikiama pirminiy (apklausy duomenys Excel ar
SPSS formatu, atlikty interviu duomenys) ir antriniu duomenu (uZsienio
lietuviy apklausy ataskaitos) analizé, struktiiruota pagal teorinj analizés
modelj. Remiantis teorinés dalies pagrindu, analizuojamos paskatos ir
motyvacija teikti indélj, skirtingi veikéjai bei indélio raisys, indélio per-
davimo proceso etapai: mobilizacija, perkélimas ir poveikis. Daugiausia
orientuojamasi i pozityvuy Lietuvos migranty indélj, kuris prisideda prie
Salies vystymo.

Disertacijos pabaigoje aptariami migranty indélio tyrimo rezultatai, su-
formuluojamos iSvados. Pristatomi iskeltus ginamuosius teiginius patvirti-
nantys argumentai. Aptariamos tolesniy migranty indélio tyrimuy gairés.

ISvados

Migranty teikiamas indélis globalizacijos, iSaugusiy migranty srauty ir
kilmeés saliy socialiniuy pokyc¢iy placiaja prasme kontekste pastaruoju metu
igavo labai didele reiksme. Imtasi nagrinéti ne tik migranty siun¢iamuy fi-
nansiniy perlaidy kiekj ir poveikj kilmés Saliy ekonomikai, bet ir kity mi-
granty indélio rtisiy poveikj kilmés saliy visuomeniy vystymuisi keic¢iant
jos vertybes, nuostatas ir elgesio praktikas. Nors dazniausiai nagrinéjamas
tre¢iyju Saliy migranty indélis, vis délto pastebima, kad ir tokios salys, ku-
rios turi salyginai didelj bendraji vidaus produkta bei Zmogiskojo kapi-
talo indeksa, kaip 2004 ir 2007 m. priimtos i Europos Sajunga Salys (tarp
ju ir Lietuva), taip pat patiria didelius emigracijos mastus ir atitinkamai
— migranty indélj. Visgi placiau iSnagrinétas tik Lenkijos migranty atvejis
(Nowicka ir SerbedZija 2016, Grabowska ir Garapich 2016, Grabowska ir
Engbersen 2016, White 2016, Dzieglewski 2016, Karolak 2016 ir kt), tad Sioje
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disertacijoje tiriamas Lietuvos migranty indélio atvejis papildo posocialis-
tiniy Saliy migranty indélio kilmés Salims studijas.

Nagrinéjant migranty teikiamo indélio kilmés Saliai veiksnius ir ju
saveika, empirinio tyrimo teoriniu pagrindu pasitelkta transnacionaliné
teorija ir jq papildantys Bourdieu socialinés praktikos teorijos aspektai bei
naujausios migracijos ir vystymosi sasaju teorinés izvalgos. Siy teorinio
pagrindo pasirinkima lémé ankstesniy makro lygio teoriju nepajégumas
paaiskinti naujuy migracijos tendenciju bei maZas démesys migranty in-
déliui. Pasirinktos teorinés prieigos pateikia teorinius jrankius migranty
indélio analizei per transnacionalinés teorijos démesj socialiniams rysiams
tarp migrantuy ir ju kilmés Salies ir Siy rySiy déka veikianciai indélio cirkuli-
acijai abejomis kryptimis, Bourdieu socialinés praktikos teorijos jzvalgy
déka iSskiriamus skirtingus migranty kapitalus ir atitinkamas indélio raisis,
atskleidZiama migranty ir ne migranty galios santykius bei habitus jtaka
tiek indélio teikimui, tiek priémimui, bei naujausiuy migracijos ir vystymosi
teoriniy izvalgy iSplétota motyvacijos, paskaty ir poveikio kilmés salims
analize. Sios trys teorinés prieigos puikiai viena kita papildo ir igalina
kompleksiskai istirti migranty indélio teikimo procesa.

Siekiant sukurti migranty indélio teorinés analizés modelj buvo pa-
sitelkti visy trijy aptarty teoriniy prieigu privalumai. Siame modelyje kon-
centruojamasi ties migranty indélio veikéjais, indélio riSimis, motyvacija ir
paskatomis, indélio perdavimo procesu: mobilizacija, perdavimu ir poveik-
iu. Sio teorinés migranty indélio analizés modelio pranagumas — nuoseklus
ir procesinis pozitiris { migranty indélj kilmeés Salims, igalinantis migranty
indélio teikimo situacija nagrinéti kompleksiskai. Sis autorés sukurtas
modelis padeda iSvengti daznai bidingo migranty indélio kilmeés Salims
nagrinéjimo fragmentiSkumo ir gali biti naudingas kitiems tyréjams, na-
grinéjant jy Saliy migranty indélio situacija ar palyginant migranty indélio
teikimo procesa skirtingose kilmés Salyse.

Disertacijos tyrimo metu atliktos migranty indélio Lietuvos gerovei
analizés rezultatai patvirtino ankstesniy tyrimy rezultatus, kuriuose atsk-
leistas diasporos profesionaly didesnis indélis savo kilmeés salims (pvz.,
Kuznetsov 2013). Migrantai su aukstuoju iSsilavinimu, mokslininkai ir
imoniu, jstaigy vadovai, kuriuos galima bty priskirti prie Lietuvos dias-
poros profesionaly, daZniau teigé dalyvaujantys Lietuvos viesajame gyven-
ime ir teikiantys jvairiy formy indélj. Ir atvirkséiai, uzsienio lietuviy grupe,
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kuri teigé nedalyvaujantys ir neketinantys dalyvauti Lietuvos vieSajame
gyvenime, daugiau sudaro migrantai, neturintys aukstojo iSsilavinimo,
darbininkai. Pacioje diasporos profesionalu grupéje rysiy palaikymas su
Lietuvos bei gyvenamosios salies kolegomis ir profesinémis organizaci-
jomis kelis kartus padidina tikimybe, kad asmuo bus nusiteikes teikti ar jau
aktyviai teikia indélj Lietuvai. Sie rezultatai patvirtinto 1 ginamaji teigini,
kad aukstasis iSsilavinimas, socialiné padétis ir rysiy palaikymas su kilmeés
Salimi turi didesnj pozityvy poveikj indélio teikimui kilmeés Saliai nei kiti
socio-demografiniai veiksniai.

Be iSsilavinimo ir rysiy palaikymo su Lietuva jtakos indélio teikimui
buvo atskleisti ir kiti trys vienas su kitu stipriai susije veiksniai — dalyva-
vimas uZzsienio lietuvius vienijanc¢iose organizacijose ir poziiriai i lietu-
vybés iSsaugojimo bei Lietuvos pazangos ir geroveés svarba. Kiekvienas
savaip Sie veiksniai atspindi migranty poZifirj i rysiy su Lietuva islaikyma.
Prie Lietuvos geroveés neprisidedantys ir neketinantys prisidéti teigé apie
desimtadalj migranty, nes jiems nesvarbus lietuvybés islaikymas, kurie
nedalyvauja migranty organizacijose, kuriems nesvarbi Lietuvos paZanga
ir gerové, kurie nenori rysio su Lietuva. Interviu duomenys atskleidzia, kad
daznai toks nenoras prisidéti susijes su neigiamu pozitiriu i Lietuva, jos
Zmones ir kultiira, yra stipriai emociSkai nuspalvintas iSsakant gilias emo-
cines nuoskaudas savo Saliai.

Atlikto tyrimo duomenys leidZia daryti prielaida, kad vyrauja altru-
istiné, patriotiSkumu ir graza Lietuvai paremta motyvacija teikti indélj
Lietuvos gerovei bei galimybés realizuoti save, panaudoti savo Zinias ir
patirti motyvacija. Tai atliepia Kuznetsov (2013) iSskirtas dvi pagrind-
ines motyvacijas, ta¢iau jas galima papildyti jauniems migrantams labiau
badinga ,gyvenimo biido” motyvacija, susijusia su uzsiémimu jdomia
veikla ir btivimu su patinkanciais Zmonémis. Taip pat analizuojant konk-
recias migranty indélio skatinimo priemoniy programas buvo atskleista,
kad finansinés paskatos néra pacios svarbiausios, didesné motyvacija yra
siejama su suteikta galimybe padaryti pokyti savo kilmeés salies gyven-
ime. Tai praplecia motyvaciniy veiksmy spektra aptariama kity tyréju.
Be to, tyrimas atskleidé, kad migranty motyvacija teikti indélj, dalyva-
uti Lietuvos vieSajame gyvenime ir diasporos organizacijose yra nulem-
ta ju dispoziciju perkelty i$ Lietuvos ar jgytu gyvenant uZsienio Salyje.
Tai patvirtina 2 ginamaji teigini, kad labai svarbig jtaka indélio teikimui
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kilmés Saliai turi migranto habitus (indélio atveju tai poreikis prisidéti
prie kilmés Salies gerovés, socialinis aktyvumas ir pan.), perimtas dar
gyvenant kilmés Salyje ir sustiprintas priimancioje Salyje.

Daugiausiai uzsienio lietuviai prisideda prie Lietuvos vystymo savo
finansinémis perlaidomis, remdami savo artimuosius, kurios savo dydziu
nuo 2004 m. siekia per ta patj laikotarpj gautas i§ Europos Sajungos lésas.
Apklausos rodo, kad finansines perlaidas siuncia arti pusés lietuviy mi-
granty. Toki indélj teikia tiek aukstos, tiek ir Zemesnés kvalifikacijos ar issi-
lavinimo migrantai, taciau Zemos kvalifikacijos migrantams tai bene vien-
intelé (kartu su labdara) indélio raisis, kuria jie teikia. Aukstos kvalifikacijos
migrantai prisideda dar daugeliu kity biidu, i$ kuriy daZniausiai minimi
yra Lietuvos vardo garsinimas savo gyvenamosiose Salyse, savo patirties ir
ziniy perdavimas bei dalyvavimas pilietinéje/politinéje veikloje. Taip pat
nemaZza dalis prisideda per vartojima: perka lietuviska produkcija, skatina
turizma ir patys atostogauja Lietuvoje.

Tyrimas atskleidé, kad kitos indélio formos yra praktikuojamos
maZesnés dalies migranty, bet néra maziau svarbios: labdara, kontakty
tarp savo buvimo Salies ir Lietuvos atstovy uZmezgimo, investavimas ir
kitos. Kokybiniai interviu duomenys atskleidzia, kad daromo indélio rasiy
kiekvienoje i$ indélio formu (ekonominio, kultiirinio, socialinio, simbolinio
ir pilietinio/politinio) yra Zymiai didesnis spektras ir kiekviena i§ indélio
rtsiy yra labai naudinga. Be to, tiek apklausos, tiek kokybiniai interviu at-
skleidé, kad visy pirma lietuviy migrantai savo indélj i Lietuvos gerove
mato per savo profesiniy kompetencijuy prizme, pavyzdZiui verslininkai,
imoniu ar jstaiguy vadovai per investicijas, verslo kiirima, mokslininkai
— per dalyvavima bendroje mokslinéje veikloje, menininkai — per Lietuvos
kulttiros vystyma.

Visgi tyrimo duomenys atskleidZia ir nemaza migranty potenciala pris-
idéti prie Lietuvos geroveés. Tu, kurie dar neprisideda prie Lietuvos gerovés
ir/ar nedalyvauja Lietuvos vieSajame gyvenime, bet noréty prisidéti ben-
droje uzsienio lietuviy apklausoje yra apie 15 proc., diasporos profesionaly
apklausoje — apie 20-30 proc., o apie trecdalis iS jau prisidedanciy dias-
poros profesionaly galéty prisidéti daugiau. AtsiZvelgiant j tyrimo mety
atskleista nemaza indélio teikimo potenciala, galéty biti teikiama daugiau
informacijos apie prisidéjimo galimybes bei taikomos papildomo paskatin-
imo priemoneés, didinant ju motyvacija prisidéti.
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Paskatos uzsienio lietuviams teikti indélj, esant gana stabiliai padéciai
Lietuvoje (néra konflikty, karu, dideliu stichiniy nelaimiy), priklauso nuo
migracijos tikslo Salies ekonominés situacijos (per finansine krize 2008-2009
m. finansinés perlaidos Lietuvai sumaZzéjo), paciy migrantu, diasporos
organizacijy aktyvumo ir poZiirio j indélio teikima, Lietuvos valdZios ir
visuomenés pozifirio j migrantus ir specialiy priemoniu, skatinanciy prisi-
déjima prie Lietuvos gyvenimo ir jos gerovés. Tai Zenkliai papildo migranty
indélio paskaty spektra, aptariama uZsienio tyréju (pvz., Brinkerhoff 2012).

Klititys teikti indélj visy pirma yra siejamos su neigiamu Lietuvos
valdzios ir visuomenés pozitiriu uZsienio lietuviy atzvilgiu, nepalankia
Lietuvos vyriausybeés politika migranty atZvilgiu, nepakankamu Lietuvos
valdZios démesiu diasporai, Lietuvos valstybiniy institucijy nepasiruo$imu
priimti indéli. Kitos jvadintos klifitys susijusios su neigiamais visuomenés
reiSkiniais, tokiais kaip korupcija, biurokratija ir diskriminacija. Taip pat
buvo issakytos klifitys apimancios informacijos apie bendradarbiavima
stoka, sudétinga teisini reguliavimg ir apribojimus, bei bendradarbiavimo
galimybiy trikuma. Be to, klititys yra siejamos ir su asmeniniais apriboji-
mais — laiko trikumu, ribotais finansiniai iStekliais, bendraminciy traku-
mu ir reikiamy jgidZiy stoka.

Migranty indélio mobilizacija daZniausiai vyksta diasporos organ-
izacijy pagalba, kurios vykdo tiek netiesioginij, tiek tiesiogini indélio mo-
bilizavima. Netiesioginis indélio mobilizavimas vyksta per diasporos or-
ganizacijy tautinio identiteto, tradiciju, kultiirinio Svietimo, lietuviskumo
palaikyma ir ugdyma. Tiesioginis indélio mobilizavimas vyksta per lésy
paramai ar daikty labdarai rinkima renginiu metu, specialius projektus ir
akcijas. Be to, indélio mobilizavimo organizavimas per diasporos organ-
izacijas atveria daugiau galimybiu, nei asmeninis, nes sukuria platesnius
rysius bei suteikia aukstesnj organizacijos vadovo socialinj statusa, kuris
palengvina priéjima prie valstybiniy instituciju. Prie migranty indélio mo-
bilizavimo Zenkliai prisideda ir Lietuvos institucijy ir organizaciju spe-
cialios programos, tokios kaip LT Big Brother, , Talentai Lietuvai®, , Kurk
Lietuvai” ir kitos programos mokslo ir kultfiros srityse. Tai patvirtina 3
ginamajj teiginj, kad migranty organizacijos ir specialios migranty indelj
skatinancios programos atlieka dideli vaidmenj migranty indélio teikimo
mobilizavimui, perdavimui ir poveikiui uZtikrinti.

Migranty indélio perkélimas gali vykti tiek nuotoliniu bidu, tiek
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griztant i kilmés salj, tiek nuolat migruojant i$ vienos salies i kita. Nemat-
oma klificiy teikti indélj nuotoliniu bidu, o kartais nuotoliniu btidu gali-
ma teikti net svaresnj indélj, nei griZus ir praradus tiesioginj pri€jima prie
iStekliy, ar tai baty darbas uZsienio universitetuose, imonése ar valdZios
institucijose, ar galimybés mobilizuoti indélj (pvz., padéti sukontaktuoti
Lietuvos jmonéms, universitetams ir pan.). Indélio perkélimui labai svar-
bus rysiy su Lietuva palaikymas tiek su asmenimis ir ypac institucijomis,
nes toks rysiy palaikymas padidina tikimybe tiek aktyviai, tiek potencialiai
teikti indélj. Indélio teikimo aktyvumas yra susijes su laiku, praleistu Li-
etuvoje, nes aktyvis indélio teikéjai dazniau lankosi Lietuvoje ir praleidzia
joje daugiau laiko, nei potencialiis indélio teikéjai ir ypac neaktyviis indélio
teikéjai. Galimi indélio teikimo kanalai yra patys jvairiausi — nuo telefono,
e-pasto, socialiniy tinkly, iki susitikimy uZsienyje ir panasiai. Indélio tei-
kimas griZtant yra taip pat labai svarbus dél Ziniy, igidZiy ir net darbo
kulttiros perdavimo.

Analizuojant migranty indélio poveikio apimtis buvo atskleista, kad
daugiau nei pusé Lietuvos gyventoju turi artimy Seimos nariy, gyve-
nanciy uzsienio Salyse. Lietuvos gyventojai daugiausiai pastebi kultiirinj ir
ekonominj iSvykusiy artimujy indélj. Daugiau nei pusé Lietuvos gyventoju
teigia, kad iSvyke artimieji skatina plésti akirati, paZinti Salj, kitas Salis ir
kultfiras bei pasidalina naujomis idéjomis, Ziniomis su Zmonémis Lietuvo-
je. Arti pusés gyventoju pazymi, kad iSvyke artimieji perteikia ekonominj
indélj: atsiuncia ar atveZa pinigy kasdieninéms islaidoms bei investuoja
Lietuvoje (perka butus, namus, investuoja i imones ir pan.). MaZiau re-
spondenty pritaré, kad iSvyke artimieji yra jkiire imone Lietuvoje ar vercia-
si prekyba, tadiau tai vis tiek sudaro beveik ketvirtadalj respondenty. Taip
pat verta paminéti, kad beveik trecdalis respondenty pritaré, kad iSvyke
artimieji skatina keisti vertybes ir perteikia politini indéli. Kaip vienas i$
neigiamy uZsienio lietuviy daromy poveikiy Lietuvos gerovei biity pagalba
ar skatinimas emigruoti. Gauti rezultatai patvirtina 4 ginamaji teigini, kad
migranty teikiamo indélio poveiki patiria didzioji Lietuvos gyventoju dalis
ir 8is poveikis apima daugelj kilmés Salies sriciy — ekonomine, kultiirine,
socialing ir politing/pilietine.

Migranty indélj skatinanciu programy Lietuvoje analizé atskleidé, kad
pritraukto migranty indélio poveikis yra nors ir sunkiai iSmatuojamas,
taciau didziulis. Vien ,Kurk Lietuvai” programos atveju, priklausomai nuo

mety apie 60 proc. projekto dalyviy pasilieka dirbti vieSajame Lietuvos sek-
toriuje, paciy projekty pasitilymy jgyvendinimas sutaupo Lietuvai apie 330
milijony eury, taciau didZziausiaq poveikj turi projekty dalyviy pasilikimas
dirbti valstybinése institucijose lyderiaujancioje pozicijoje, kurioje jie gali
daryti daug didesnij poveikj visai kuruojamai vieSojo sektoriaus ar verslo
sriciai. Si tyrimo jzvalga atliepia Kuznetsov pateikta teorine prielaida, kad
didziausia poveikj kilmeés Salies vystymuisi daranti migranty indélio for-
ma yra institucinés reformos. Be to, visy programu atvejais buvo pabréZtas
migranty indélio poveikis keiciant kultirinés nuostatas, darbo kulttira Li-
etuvoje, stiprinant lietuviy transnacionalinius tinklus bei keliant programuy
dalyviu profesionaluma.

Disertacijos tyrimas leido jvairiapusiSkai jvertinti migranty teikiama in-
délj nuo motyvacijos ir paskatuy teikti indélj iki to indélio poveikio. Tad tyri-
mo rezultatai leido patvirtinti pirmaji disertacijos ginamaji teigini, kuriame
tvirtinama, kad transnacionalinés migracijos, Bourdieu socialinés prak-
tikos ir naujausiomis migracijos ir vystymosi sasaju teorinémis jZvalgomis
pagristas migranty indélio kilmés Saliai tyrimo teorinis analizés modelis,
kuriame nagrinéjama indélio veikéjai, motyvacija, paskatos ir klititys, in-
délio teikimo mobilizacija, perteikimas ir poveikis, leidZia visapusiskai at-
skleisti migranty teikiama indélj ir jo teikimui jtaka darancius veiksnius.
Tad &is analizés modelis gali biiti lengvai pritaikomas kity Saliy migranty
indélio kompleksinei analizei ar keliy Saliy migranty indélio palyginimui.

Atliktas Lietuvos migranty indélio teikimo tendencijy tyrimas bei jo
rezultaty analizé leidZia atskleisti Europos posocialistiniy Saliy regiono
isskirtinuma migranty indélio tyrinéjimuose pasauliniu mastu, nes ank-
stesné migranty indélio kilmés Salims analizé koncentravosi ties migrantais
i§ skurdziy ir mazai i$silavinusiy treciojo pasaulio saliu. Kaip pastebi tyré-
jai, posocialistiniy santykinai labiau industrializuotu, palyginti auksty pa-
jamuy ir iSsilavinimo Saliy migranty elgesio analizé gali gerokai pakoreguoti
ankstesnes teorines jzvalgas (Brinkerhoff, Johnson ir Gudelis 2019) ir taip
prisidéti prie tolesnio migranty indélio kilmés salims teorinio vystymo.
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
